Forum on Southeast Asia during 4-6 May 2016 in Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia
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The Global Child Forum on Southeast Asia was held
on 5 May 2016 at JW Marriott Hotel, Kuala Lumpur,
Malaysia. A total of 280 participants from 26 countries
in the public sector, the private sector, the civil society
and the academic sector attended the meeting
under the main topic of “Mobility and Connectivity :
Children’s Right and Sustainable Business”. This meet-
ing was organized by Global Child Forum in association
with important international organizations, namely
United Nations Children’s Fund (UNICEF), UN Global
Compact, ASEAN CSR Network, Save the Children
Foundation, PLAN International Foundation and End
Child Prostitution, Child Pornography and Trafficking
of Children for Sexual Purposes (ECPAT) International
Foundation.

The Global Child Forum was founded on the
initiative of King Carl XVI Gustaf of Sweden and H.M.
Queen Silvia in 2009 on the occasion of the 20"
anniversary of United Nations Convention on the
Rights of the Child. H.M. King Carl XVI Gustaf holds
a position of Honorary Chairman of Global Child Forum.
The objectives are to support UN Convention on the
Rights of the Child, to stimulate various companies to
achieve their responsibilities to children, to promote
the partnership among various sectors and to create
motivation in the achievement of children’s rights.
The Global Child Forum has been organized for 5
times at the Stockholm Palace and 2 regional forums
at Dubai, the United Arab Emirates in the Middle East
and Pretoria, South Africa.
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The National Legislative Assembly Delegation
attending the Global Child Forum on Southeast Asia
consisted of: Pol.Gen. Chatchawal Suksomjit Member
of the National Legislative Assembly Leader of the
Delegation Hon. Ms. Jintanant Chaya Subhamitr
Member of the National Legislative Assembly Delegate
H.E. Mr. Damrong Kraikruan Ambassador Extraordinary
and Plenipotentiary of the Kingdom of Thailand
to Malaysia Ms. Panitee Chatakanonda Foreign
Affairs Officer, Senior Professional Level Special Affairs
Division Bureau of Inter-Parliamentary Organizations.

Opening Ceremony

The Opening ceremony was held on Thursday, 5
May 2016. Ms. Veronica Pedrosa, a CNN correspondent
was a moderator in this forum. Following important
persons delivered the welcoming remarks and speech.

H.M. King Carl XVI Gustaf as a patron and Honorary
Chairman of Global Child Forum delivered opening
remarks and emphasized that all 10 countries in
Southeast Asia are considered to be the most dynamic
region in the world. There are a total population of
600 million people including the youth. Therefore, it is
necessary to emphasize the respect of children’s rights.
In addition, the growing economy and technology
lead the region to have the economic power such
as the fast expansion of travel and tourism including
the availability of globally competent companies.
The constant growth will potentially lead the region’s
economy to be large at the 4" rank of the world by
2050. However, such development raises the question
about the respect of children’s rights, the use of new
technologies for strengthening children’s rights and the
company’s devotion in the support of children’s rights.

Pol.Gen. Chatchawal Suksomjit, Leader of the
Delegation of the National Legislative Assembly
delivered a speech on behalf of the President of the
National Legislative Assembly (see Roles of the NLA
Delegation).

Essence of the Forum

The agenda of the Global Child Forum on Southeast
Asia consisted of

1. High-level Session on Children’s Rights and
Sustainable Business in ASEAN Region

The important essence in this session is the

presentation of a report on Children’s Rights and
the Corporate Sector in Southeast Asia by Dr. Fiona
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Rotberg, Research Director, Global Child Forum and
Mr. Rick Ramli from Boston Consulting Group, Malaysia
presenting the study of method and measure about
the protection of children’s rights in 289 leading
companies from 9 industrial types in Southeast Asia. The
study found that 70% of companies having a plan about
children’s rights. A total of 43% of companies have
the charitable contribution for helping the children.
However, there was no report on the employment of
child labour. Furthermore, many companies do not
give precedence to the consideration of other issues
such as the sexual exploitation of children, the safety
of products, the responsibility of a marketing plan,
hygienic issue and the risk from a digital system. In the
technological industry, internet and communication,
it was found that the growth is very fast with a lot of
users in the region causing higher risk to the children
such as the online sexual exploitation. The report
found that this industry receives the highest score
compared to other industries. The tourism industry
and recreation are industries having the fast growth
in the region but the risk is also higher such as sexual
exploitation due to less budget and more convenience
in a travel. However, no company in the tourism
industry raised the issue about the sexual exploitation
of the children. In conclusion, the study found that
most companies have foreseen the importance of
a good corporation in devoting itself to a society by
making a plan for strengthening children’s rights such as
the study, the playing and sufficient nutrition. However,
the implementation of companies in Southeast
Asia about the children’s rights are lower than the
benchmark but such implementation is better than
companies in Middle East and North Africa.

2. ActionLab Session and the report of
recommendations are divided into 4 groups.

1) Reframing challenges as opportunities - Youth
employmentasadriverforchange. The meeting proposed
to integrate the living skills in the educational
curriculum and to train instructors. The alternative in
education should be given to the youth including the
learning from experience. The business must boost
the capacity (the implementation according to the
body of knowledge and the creation of success) and
implement the obligations within the company to be
the company’s guidelines. The public sector and the
private sector and non-governmental organizations
should provide areas for the youth to express the
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opinions, to prioritize various issues and to implement
on the value basis. The leading business leaders must
implement a strategy for building the strength to the
youth and solving the problem creatively. New types
of work in a digital age must be supported for using the
benefit from the strength and creativity of the youth.

2) Strengthening children’s rights through
information communication technology. The meeting
proposed that the information communication
technology can create the opportunity to children
and the youth. It should stimulate the investment,
create innovations and connection for the benefit
of children around the world. The safety in using
information communication technology must be built
including the capability to have the immunity and
adjustment towards a common use of a digital system.
The research and best practices must be conducted
for thoroughly exchanging and supporting to one
another. A variety of stakeholders must be sought by
starting the implementation from today and inviting
new participants to join the discussion.

3) Into the Light: Safeguarding Children’s Right in
the Travel and Tourism Sector. The meeting proposed
the staff should get the training about the ethics as
appropriation and receive awards and the evaluation
according to the awareness and behavior of the staff.
Related persons, especially persons having the main
roles are necessary to exchange the knowledsge.
People having less importance must also be
supported. It focused on the importance of accessing
the reporting channel and Hotlines conveniently.
This issue is necessary to annex with a justice system
and special agreements of tourism. For example, the
exchange and tourism by communities need to have
the guideline of responsibility and working framework
in accordance with the regulation and the increase
of awareness about children’s rights to people, staff
and tourism.

4) The Children’s Rights and Business Atlas: A Tool
for Responsible Business. The meeting proposed to
support tools of risk assessment showing internal risk
and inclusive perspectives. It focused on the importance
of driving guidelines according to value. It should
incorporate a business language with simple and clear
guidelines in the search of countries and the industrial
measurement including a keyword searching system,
information, statistics and atlas must be added,
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including the case study of industrial implementation.
This information must connect with reality and
increasing awareness for supporting the cooperation.
The meeting presented the implementation
of a pilot company about the method of using a
business atlas of companies in the production chain,
the implementation and the distribution.

In addition, the forum also had the exchange of
opinions and the best practices in High-level Session:
Perspectives for the Future-What Will It Take?

Closing Ceremony

H.M. Queen Silvia of Sweden addressed the closing
remarks of the Global Forum on Southeast Asia by
focusing on the compliance with UN Convention on
the Rights of the Child. H.M. the Queen mentioned the
strengthening of children’s rights of Thailand through the
approval of amendment in Criminal Code for punishing
offenders who possess, disseminate, produce or
distribute child pornography and the amendment
of Malaysia’s law which has just passed the National
Assembly from the flogging of children under the
age of 18 to be the serving of a society. The demand
included the pushing of children’s rights and the urging
of participants, especially the business sector and the
financial sector for using their opportunity to discuss
and implement further.

Roles of the NLA Delegation

The National Legislative Assembly Delegation in the
Global Child Forum on Southeast Asia participated in
the ceremonial missions and various agendas of the
meeting.

1. An audience with H.M. King Carl XVI Gustaf and
