1. A voter residing outside the constituency in which he is listed in the housing register,
or whose name has been listed in the housing register in the constituency for a period of less than
ninety days up to the election date, or who resides outside the Kingdom of Thailand shall have the
right to cast a vote in an election.’

Virtues.
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1. Sovereign powers belong to the Thai people. The King Head of State shall exercise
such powers through the National Assembly, the Council of Ministers and the Courts in

accordance with the provisions of this Constitution.’

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2. Sovereign power includes any act of a government within its boundaries which cannot

be subject to the jurisdiction of the foreign courts.
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1. The privilege under paragraph one does not extend to a member who expresses words
at a sitting which is broadcasted through radio or television if such words appear out of the
precinct of the National Assembly and the expression of such words constitutes a criminal offence

or a wrongful act against any other person, who is not a Minister or member of that House.”
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*Constitution of the Kingdom of Thailand B.E. 2550 Section 130 (2)
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2. Any privileges of the persons are abolished when they are not in their positions.
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
