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LOAN AGREEMENT

Agreement dated ., 2009, entered into between KINGDOM OF THAILAND
(“Borrower”) and INTERNATIONAL BANK FOR RECONSTRUCTION AND
DEVELOPMENT (“Bank”) for the purpose of providing financing in support of the Program (as
defined in the Appendix to this Agreement). The Bank has decided to provide this financing on
the basis, inter alia, of the Borrower’s maintenance of an appropriate macro-economic policy
framework. The Borrower and the Bank therefore hereby agree as follows:

ARTICLE I — GENERAL CONDITIONS; DEFINITIONS

1.01. The General Conditions (as defined in the Appendix to this Agreement) constitute an
integral part of this Agreement.

1.02.  Unless the context requires otherwise, the capitalized terms used in this Agreement have
the meanings ascribed to them in the General Conditions or in the Appendix to this

Agreement.

ARTICLE Il — LOAN

2.01. The Bank agrees to lend to the Borrower, on the terms and conditions set forth or referred
to in this Agreement, the amount of one billion Dollars (§1,000,000,000), as such amount
may be converted from time to time through a Currency Conversion in accordance with
the provisions of Section 2.07 of this Agreement (“Loan”).

2.02. The Borrower may withdraw the proceeds of the Loan in support of the Program in
accordance with Section II of Schedule 1 to this Agreement.

2.03. The Front-end Fee payable by the Borrower shall be equal to one quarter of one percent
{0,25%) of the Loan amount,

2.04. The interest payable by the Borrower for each Interest Period shall be at a rate equal to
LIBOR for the Loan Currency plus the Variable Spread; provided, that upon a
Conversion of all or any portion of the principal amount.of the Loan, the interest payable
by the Borrower during the Conversion Period on such armmount shai pe determined in
accordance with the relevant provisions of Article IV of the Generat Conditions.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, if any amount of the Withdrawn Loan Balance remains
unpaid when due and such non-payment continues for a period of thirty days, then the
interest payable by the Borrower shall instead be calculated as provided in Section 3.02

(d) of the General Conditions.
2.05. The Payment Dates are Jarnuary 15 and July 15 in each year.

2.06. The principal amount of the Loan shall be repaid in accordance with the amortization
schedule set forth in Schedule 2 to this Agreement.

2.07. (a) The Borrower may at any time request any of the fellowing Conversions of the
terms of the Loan in order to facilitate prudent debt management: (i) a change of

the Loan Currency of all or any portion of the principal amount of the Loan,
withdrawn or unwithdrawn, to an Approved Currency, (ii) a change of the
interest rate basis applicable to all or any portion of the principal amount of the
Loan withdrawn and outstanding from a Variable Rate to a Fixed Rate, or vice
versa; and (iii) the setting of limits on the Variable Rate applicable to all or any
portion of the principal ameount of the Loan withdrawn and outstanding by the

(b) Any conversion requested pursuant to paragraph (a) of this Section that is
accepted by the Bank shall be considered a “Conversion”, as defined in the
General Conditions, and shall be effected in accordance with the provisions of
Article IV of the General Conditions and of the Conversion Guidelines.

Without limitation upon the provisions of Section 5.08 of the General Conditions
(renumbered as such pursuant to paragraph 4 of Section Il of the Appendix to this
Agreement and relating to Cooperation and Consultation), the Borrower shall promptly
furnish to the Bank such information relating to the provisions of this Article II as the

Bank may, from time to time, reasonably request.
ARTICLE III — PROGRAM

The Borrower declares its commitment to the Program and its implementation. To this
end, and further to Section 5.08 of the General Conditions:

(a) the Borrower and the Bank shall from time to time, at the request of either party,
exchange views on the progress achieved in carrying out the Program;

(b) prior.to each such exchange of views, the Borrower shall furnish to the Bank for
its review and comment a report on the progress achieved in carrying out the
Program, in such detail as the Bank shall reasonably request; and

{c) without limitation upon the provisions of paragraphs (a) and (b) of this Section,
the Borrower shall promptly inform the Bank of any situation that would have
the effect of materially reversing the objectives of the Program or any action
taken under the Program including any action specified in Section | of Schedule

1 to this Agreement,
ARTICLE IV — REMEDIES OF THE BANK

The Additiona! Event of Suspension consists of the following, viz., a situation has arisen
which shall make it improbable that the Program, or a significant part of it, will be carried

out.

ARTICLE ¥V — EFFECTIVENESS; TERMINATION

The Effectiveness Deadline is the date ninety (90) days after the date of this Agreement.

Actions Taken Under the Program. The actions taken by the Borrower under the

Program include the following:

1.

The Borrower’s Parliament has approved, and its Government is implementing, an
economic stimulus package for its Fiscal Year 2009 to mitigate the impact of the global

financial crisis.

The Borrower’s Bureau of the Budget has: (a) revised costing norms for its Medium
Term Expenditure Framework under its budget for Fiscal Year 2008; and (b) and has
taken steps to ensure that the PART is implemented in all Government agencies.

(a) The Barrower’s Ministry of Finance has: (i) piloted the use of the e-financials
accounting medule for direct financial reporting from the GFMIS,; (ii) begun undertaking
daily reconciliations between the GFMIS and the Treasury Reserve Account and targeted
training; and (iii) introduced e-token interface with the GFMIS for secure data access for

management reporting by budget entities.

(b) The Borrower’s Bureau of the Budget has piloted an e-budpget system in the
Government’s line ministries for improving links between sector policies and

budget requests.

Nine working committees constituted by the Borrower and representing forty
Government agencies have taken necessary actions to: (a) shorten their service-delivery
times; (b) streamline processes; and (c) reduce the costs of interacting with government
in ten distinct areas in which they deal with private businesses.

The Borrower's Office of Public Sector Development Commission and Bureau of the
Budget have harmonized their reporting systems to facilitate the formulation of key
performance indicators for a four (4)-year ministerial and departmental operational plan
covering all Government agenciss.

The Borrower's Pariiament has promulgated the Civil Service Act of 2008 and the
Borrower's Office of the Civil Service Commission has taken necessary action to
implement a new grading structure across the entire civil service with effect from

December 11, 2008,

Section IL. Availabilitv of Loan Proceeds

General. The Bomower may withdraw the proceeds of the Loan in accordance with the
provisions of this Section and such additional instructions as the Bank may specify by
notice to the Borrower. No withdrawal shall be made unless the Bank is satisfied, as of

the date of the request for such withdrawal: (a) with the Borrower's progress in carrying
