1. The Special Meeting of the Thai-Cambodian Joint Commission on Demarcation for
Land Boundary (JBC) was held in Siem Reap on 10-12 November 2008. The Thai
delegation was led by HE. Mr. VASIN TEERAVECHYAN, Advisar to the Minister of
Foreign Affairs of the Kingdom of Thailand, Co-Chairman of the Thai-Cambodian Joint
Commission on Demarcation for Land Boundary (Thai side). The Cambodian
delegation was led by HL.E. Mr. VAR KIM HONG, Senior Minister in charge of Border
Affairs of the Kingdom of Cambodiz, Co-Chairman of the Cambodian-Thai Joint

Commission on Demarcation for Land Boundary (Cambodian side).

2. The lists of the Thai and the Cambodian Delegations appear as ANNEX 1 and
ANNEX 2 respectively.

3. The Meeting was held in an atmosphere of friendship and cordiality.

4. The heads of both delegations delivered the Opening Remarks, the texts of which
appear as ANNEX 3 and ANNEX 4 respectively.

5. Both sides adopted the Agenda of the Special Meeting of the Thai-Cambodian Joint

Commissicn on Demarcation for Land Boundary as appears in ANNEX 5.




IH. Consideration of the Results of the Thai-Cambodian Joint Field Survey for

Fact Finding Mission on the Condition and Locations of 29 Boundary Pillars
(23 -51)

6. The Thai side communicated to the Cambodian side for consideration a preliminary
version of the draft text in the English language of the Reports of the Thai-Cambodian
Joint Field Survey for Fact Finding Mission on the Condition and Locations of 29
Boundary Pillars (23 - 51). In accordance with the Memorandum of Understanding
between the Government of the Kingdom of Thailand and the Government of the
Kingdom of Cambodia on the Survey and Demarcation of Land Boundary of 14 June
2000, both sides agreed that the said reports shall be signed at the earliest opportunity
and submitted to higher authorities within the framework of the IBC for consideration.
The Thai side agreed to provide to the Cambodian side, as soon as possible, the draft
report In English on the remaining 19 boundary pillars that have been identified.

IV. Identification of the Remaining 25 Boundary Pillars, as soon as possible, by the

Joint Survey Team

7. Both sides agreed that, in view of the Special Mission given by the Foreign Ministers
of the two countries at their meetings on 28 July 2008 and on 19 August 2008, the Joint
Survey Team (JST) will suspend its routine work immediately and will relocate to

sector 6 (Khao Sattasem/ Phnom Sethisom — BP 1) as soon as possible to conduct

survey and demarcation work.

8. The Cambodian side proposed that another JST be constituted to conduct work in

other Sectors in parallel. The Thai side accepted to consider this proposal. Both sides

agreed that the JBC will decide on this issue during the next meeting,

Y. Determination to be Made by the JBC of the Date and Area to be Surveyed and

Demarcated under the Terms of Reference and Master Pian of 2003 in Sector 6

9. Both sides expressed their hope that the survey and demarcation in Sector 6 can start
around mid-December 2008. The JBC will have the Joint Technica!l Sub-Corumission

prepare the “Instruction for the Joint Survey in Sector 6”. They agreed that the JST will
work on the whole Sector 6.

10. Both sides agreed that the JBC should convene in special sesston at the earliest

opporiunity to discuss legal matters on the issue of Sector 6 in parallel with the joint

survey and demarcation work.

VL The Draft Text of the Provisional Arrangement between the Government of the
Kingdoe of Thailand and the Royal Government of Cambodia

il. Both sides discussed the draft text of Provisional Arrangement between the

Government of the Kingdom of Thailand and the Royal Government of Cambodia on

the border issues as appears in ANNEX 6.

VI Date and Venue of the Next Meeting

12. Both sides agreed that the Fourth Meeting of the JBC will be held in Thailand, if
possible, in early January 2009. The date and venue of the Fourth Meeting will be

communicated through diplomatic channels.

VI, Other Matfers

13. Both sides agreed to start “de-mining in a concerted manner” as referred to in

Article TH of the draft Provisional Arrangement after it3 entry into force,



14, The Thai delegation expressed its profound appreciation for the warm welcorme,
hospitality and excellent facilities rendered by the Cambeodian side during its stay in

Siem Reap.

15. This Agreed Minutes is signed subject to confirmation through diplomatic channels
that the two sides” respective intemal legal procedures required for its entry into force

have been cormpleted.

On behalf of the Thai delegation, let me first express my
sincerest appreciation to Your Excellency for the warmm welcome
extended to us here in Siem Reap. We all look forward to working with
the Cambodian side and are certain that much progress will be made in
the coming two days. There is no doubt that the issue that we have been
assigned to address is very important and complex, but one that has to be
tackled as soon as possible. I am confident that both sides will ultimately
work out an agreeable solution on the basis of international law.

In view of the special mission given by our two Foreign
Ministers regarding the Temple of Phra Viham, I would like to propose a
work plan for the JBC for the immediate future as follows:

¢ The lawyers must first embark upon discussing the legal
issues at hand with a view to finding a mutual
understanding. Recognizing the urgency of the issue

- concermning the area surrounding the Temple of Phra
Viharn, and taking info account the JB(C's Terms of
Reference, I recommend that this Sector, Sector 6, and in
particular the Temple is dealt with first.

e It is also essential for both sides to continue the unfinished
work from Cha-Am, namely negotiation on the text of the
Provisional Arrangement. This is to be dealt with in
another forum, but once the Provisional Arrangement is
concluded the JBC will have a mandate to make a decision
on the areas surrounding the Temple to be cleared for the
joint survey. The survey will then commence in these
areas and will undoubtedly produce useful input regarding
the geographical features of the area which can then be
used to apply and interpret the Convention of 1904.

the Thai delegation to this Special Meeting, I hope you all will have a pleasant
stay in Siem Reap.

Exceliencies, Lok Chum Teav,
Ladies and Gentlemen,

On the occasion of the 5™ Meeting of the Joint Commission for Bilateral
Co-operation between the K_in%]dnm of Cambodia and the Kingdom of Thailand
(JC) held in Phnom Penh on 7*-8" February 2006, the Foreign Ministers of the
both Sides expressed their wish to see the survey and demarcation work
according to the MOU and TOR between our two countries be completed by the
end of 2006. However, until now we have achieved around 68% of the total
Boundary Pillars aborned in 1908-1909 and 1919-1920.

Our work is very important for both our countries to establish a clear
borderline in order to solve the border problems and to avoid any unwarranted
incident or tension along the border between the two countries. For every
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mcident happening along the border, both sides have to settle peacefully,
amicably and cooperatively by avoiding the use of weapons or armed forces, in
accordance with the Memorandum of Understanding of 2000 and the Concept

Paper adopted during the Cambodian-Thai Joint Cabinet Meeting in Siem Reap
and in Ubon Reachthany, on 31 May 2003,

On this occasion, I call for both sides to duly implement the terms of the
Memorandum of Understanding between our two governments signed in 2000,
in particular article V which stated that and I quote * the local authorities of
either Government and their agents shall not carry out any work resulting in
changes of environment of the frontier zone, except that which is carried out by

the Joint Technica!l Sub-Commission in the interest of the survey and
demarcation” .

Excellencies, Lok Chum Teav,
Ladies and Gentlemen,

Taking this opportunity, I wish to express my high appreciation to the
officers of the Joint Technical Groups of the two countries, who have been
working very hard in the field, and achieve the excellent results. According to
the reports that I received, both sides found 50 old Roundary Pillars, of which
they agreed on the locations of 33 Boundary Pillars and disapreed on 17
Boundary Pillars, The Joint Technical Groups are planning to complete the fact
finding work on the old Boundary Pillar Number 73, located in Cham Yeam,
Koh Kong province, at the end of November 2008 and will continne their work
with the Boundary Pillar Number 22 at the beginning of December 2008.

The above work was undertaken thoroughly by the Joint Technical
Groups in full compliance with the Memorandum of Understanding (MO} on
the Survey and Demarcation for Land Boundary signed on 14™ June 2000, the
Terms of Reference (TOR) and Master Plan for the Joint Survey and
Demarcation for Land Boundary agreed on the occasion of the special meetin

of the Joint Commission on Demarcation for Land Boundary in Bangkok on 25
August 2003,

In the recent past as well as at the present, the Thai Friend has sent troops
to the border areas, and on certain occasions these troops frespassed into the
Cambodian territory. Nevertheless Cambodia remains committed to exercising

utmost restraint in order to allow a peaceful and amicable settlement of the
problem.

I would like to suggest that our Joint Commission continue to settle the
problems using the existing mechanisms so that both our countries can avoid

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any hostilities along the border as have already occurred. 1 would also like to
request the Joint Technical Groups of the two countries to conduct joint survey

and demarcation in the field at the disputed areas as soon as possible under the
JBC framework.

Excellencles, Lok Chum Teay,
Distinguished Cambodian and Thai delegates,

Cambodia looks forward to working closely with the Thai side to jointly
implement in the demarcation work for Land Boundary according to the terms
of the MOU and TOR as well as other documents that both sides jointly signed.

Minutes of the Joint Technical Groups on the finding of the exact locations of
the old Boundary Pillars so that they can be signed as soon as possible.

The Royal Govemment of Cambodia and the Government of the Kingdom of
Thailand (hereafter referred to as “the Parties” and individually as “the Party”);

Desiring to further strengthen the existing bonds of friendship and good
neighbourliness between the two countries;

Reaffirming their rights and obligations under the Memorandum of
Understanding between the Government of the Kingdom of Thailand and the
Government of the Kingdom of Cambodia on the Survey and Demarcation of
Land Boundary, done at Phnom Penh on 14 June 2000 (hereafter referred to as

the “2000 MOU™), including the Terms of Reference and Master Plan of the
Survey and Demarcation of 2003 stated therein;

Counvinced that, pending demarcation of the land boundary under international
law between the two countries in the area [C — adjacent to the Temple of Preah
Vihear] [T - adjacent to the Temple of Phra Viharn] {Compromise solution -
between Phnom Trap/Phu Makhua and Ta Thav/ Chong Ta Thao] by the Thai-
Cambodian Joint Commission on Demarcation for Land Boundary (hereafter

referred to as “JBC”), confrontation and use of force should be avoided through
mutual consultation of the Parties;

Confirming the Parties’ intention to continue to exercise utmost restraint and to
strictly abide by intemational law in their border relationship; and

Reaffirming their commitment to peaceful and amicable settlement of the
boundary dispute in the area [C — adjacent to the Temple of Preah Vihear] [T —
adjacent to the Temple of Phra Viham] {Compromise solution — between Phnom

Trap/Phu Makhva and Ta Thav/ Chong Ta Thao] in the spirit of good
neighbourliness;

Have agreed as follows:
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Article |

The Parties shall redeploy their respective troops out of the “Keo Sikha
Kiri Svara” Pagoda (hereafter referred to as “Pagoda™), the area surrounding the
Pagoda, [C — and the region near the Pagoda] {T — and the Temple of Phra
Viharn] . The Commanding-General of the Second Army Area of the Royal Thal
Army and the Commander of the Military Region No. 4 of the Royal
Cambodian Armed Forces shall together determine the appropriate measuzes to
implement this Article through their respective Temporary Coordinating Teams.

Article 11

The Parties shall set up a Temporary Coordinating Task Force (TCTF)
consisting of the relevant agencies from both sides to address problems related
to the area [C — adjacent to the Temple of Preah Vihear] {T — adjacent to the
Temple of Phra Viharn] [Compromise solution — between Phnom Trap/Phu
Makhua and Ta Thav/ Chong Ta Thao] to be surveyed and demarcated by the
JBC, including the Pagoda. The TCTF shall meet as soon as possible and shall
meet without delay whenever necessary or at the request of either of the Parties.

Article 111

The Parties shall de-mine in a concerted manner the area [C ~ adjacent 1o
the Temple of Preah Vihear] [T - adjacent to the Temple of Phra Viharn]

[Compromise solution — between Phnom Trap/Phu Makhua and Ta Thav/ Chong
Ta Thao] to be surveyed and demarcated by the JBC.

Article IV
The JBC shall determine the area to be cleared for its survey and
demarcation work under its Terms of Reference and Master Plan of 2003, Such
area shall be cleared before the Joint Survey Team commences 1ts work.

Arnticle V

This Provisional Arrangement shall be without prejudice to the respective
rights of both Parties regarding the survey and demarcation within the
framework of the JBC and their legal positions.

Article VI

This Provisional Amangement may be amended by mutual written
consent of the Parties,

This Provisional Arrangement may be terminated by either Party by
written notification 12 months in advance of the termination date,

Article VTII

This Provisional Arrangement shall enter into force on the date of
exchange of notes informing each other party that their respective internal legal
procedures have been completed, and shall remain in force until the complete
demarcation of the boundary in the area [C — adjacent to the Temple of Preah
Vihear} [T — adjacent to the Temple of Phra Viharn] [Compromise solution —
between Phnom Trap/Phu Makhua and Ta Thav/ Chong Ta Thao].

Excellencies,
Ladies and Gentlemen,

On the occasion of the 5" Meeting of the Joint Commission (JC) for
Bilateral Co-operation between the Kingdom of Cambodia and the Kingdom of
Thailand held in Phnom Penh on 7-8™ February 2006, the Foreign Ministers of
the both sides expressed their wishes to see the survey and demarcation work
completed by the end of 2006, according to the MOU 2000 and TOR 2003 °
between our two countries. However, until now only 48 Boundary Pillars, of the
total 73, built in 1908-1909 and 1919-1920, have been identified. The
identification of the remaining 25 Boundary Pillars still to be completed.

I would like fo take this opportunity to express my high appreciation to
the officers of the Joint Survey Teams (JST) of the two countries, who have
been working very hard in the field, and achieve the good results. In according
with the MOU 2000, the Reports of the Joint Field Survey for Fact Finding
Mission on the Conditions and Location of 29 Boundary Pillars shall be signed
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at the earliest opportunity and submitted to the higher authorities within the
framework of the JBC for consideration. Our Thai friends agreed to provide fo
us, as soon as possible, the draft report in English on the remaining 19 Boundary
Pillars that have been identified. Since the Special Meeting of the JBC in Siem
Reap, in November 2008, the JST suspended its routine work in Koh Xong/Trad
provinces to relocate to Sector 6 (Phnom Sethisom / Khao Sattasom — BP 1) to
conduct survey and demarcation work. The Cambodian side also proposed that
another JST be constituted to conduct work in other Sectors in parallel. As our
JBC received the mandate from the two Foreign Ministers during their meeting
in Phnom Penh on 26 January 2009, we should work together during this session
to set up another JST and fix the date and the sector of their work on the field.

Both sides also expressed their hope that the survey and demarcation in
the Sector 6 can start around mid-December 2008. But up tili today, they have

not started yet, and we do hope that our present Meeting could move forward the
standstill situation.

Since 15 July 2008, the violation of the Article V of the MOU 2000 by
the Thai troops in the sector of Dangrek, in particular in the areas of the Temple
of Preah Vihear, the Temple of Tamone, the Temple of Ta Krabey, andsoon ...
created a new situation that the issue is still pending. Nevertheless, the Royal
Govermment of Cambodia remains committed to exercise ifs utmost restraint, in
order to allow a peaceful and amicable settlement of the problem.

From this experience, we found that our work is very important for both
countries to establish a clear bordetline in order to solve the border problems
and to avoid any unwarranted incident or tension along the border between the
two countries. For every incident happening along the border, both sides have
to settle peacefully, amicably and cooperatively by avoiding the use of weapons
or ammed forces, in accordance with the MOU 2000 and the Concept Paper

adopted during the Cambodian-Thai Joint Cabinet Meeting in Siem Reap and in
Ubon Reachthany, on 31 May 2003.

Excellencies,
Distinguished Thai-Cambodian delegates,

Cambodia looks forward to working closely with the Thai side to jointly
implement in the demarcation work for Land Boundary according to the terms
of the MOU 2000 and TOR 2003, as well as other documents that both sides
jointly signed.

The Government of the Kingdom of Thailand and the Royal Government of
Cambodia (hereafter referred to as “the Parties” and individually as “the Party™);

Desiring to further strenpthen the existing bonds of friendship and good
neighbourliness between the two countries;

Reaffirming their rights and obligations under the Memorandum of
Understanding between the Government of the Kingdom of Thailand and the
Government of the Kingdom of Cambodia on the Survey and Demarcation of
Land Boundary, done at Phnom Penh on 14 June 2000 (hercafter referred to as

the “2000 MOU”), including the Terms of Reference and Master Plan of the
Survey and Demarcation of 2003 stated therein;

Convinced that, pending demarcation of the land boundary under international
law between the two countries in the area adjacent to the Temple of [T- Phra
Viharn] { C- Preah Vihear] by the Thai-Cambodian Joint Commission on
Demarcation for Land Boundary (hereafter referred to as “JBC”), confrontation
and use of force should be avoided through mutual consultation of the Parties;

16. Pending the conclusion of the Provisional Arrangement, both sides agreed to
start the joint survey and demarcation work in Sector 6 as soon as the Instruction

referred to in Paragraphs 10 and 11 is finatized if possible before July 2009,

X. Date and Venue of the Next Meeting

17. Both sides agreed that the next Meeting of the JBC would be held in Thailand.

The date and venue of the next Meeting would be communicated through
diplomatic channels.

18. The Thai delegation expressed its profound appreciation for the warm welcome,

hospitality and excellent facilities rendered by the Cambodian side during its stay in
Phnom Penh.

19. This Agreed Minutes is signed subject to confirmation through diplomatic
channels that the two sides’ respective internal legal procedures required for its
enfry into force have been completed.

The Government of the Kingdom of Thailand and the Royal Government of
Cambodia ¢hereafier referred to as “the Parties™ and individually as “the Party™);

Desiring to further strengthen the existing bonds of friendship and good
neighbourliness between the two countries;

Reaffirming their riphts and obligations under the Memorandum of
Understanding between the Government of the Kingdom of Thailand and the
Government of the Xingdom of Cambeodia on the Survey and Demarcation of
Land Boundary, done at Phnom Penh on 14 June 2000 (hereafier referred to as
the “2000 MOU™), including the Terms of Reference and Master Plan of the
Survey and Demarcation of 2003 stated therein;

Convinced that, pending demarcation of the land boundary under international
law between the two countries in the area adjacent to the[T- Temple} [C-
Temple of Preah Vihear (Phra Viharn in the Thai Language)] by the Thai-
Cambodian Joint Commission on Demarcation for Land Boundary (hereafter

referred to as “JBC”), confrontation and use of force should be avoided through
mutuat consultation of the Parties;

Confirming the Parties' intention to continue to exercise utmost restraint and to
strictly abide by intemational law in their border relationship; and

Reaffirming their commitment fo peaceful and amicable settlement of the
boundary dispute in the area adjacent to the [T- Temple] {C- Temple of Preah

Vihear (Phra Viharn in the Thai Language)] in the spirit of good
neighbourliness;

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1

The Parties shall not maintain their respective troops in the “Keo Sikha
Kiri Svara” Pagoda (hereafter referred to as “Pagoda™), the area surrounding the
Pagoda, and the [T~ Temple] [C- Temple of Preah Vihear (Phra Viharn in
the Thai Language)]. The Commanding-General of the Second Army Area of
the Royal Thai Army and the Commander of the Military Region No. 4 of the
Royal Cambodian Armed Forces shall together determine the appropriate

measures to implement this Article through their respective Temporary Military
Monitoring Groups.

Article [T

The Parties shall set up a Temporary Coordinating Task Force (TCTF)
consisting of the relevant agencies from both sides to address problems related
to the area adjacent to the [T- Temple] {C- Temple of Preah Vihear (Phra
Viharn in the Thai Language)] to be surveyed and demarcated by the JBC,
including the Pagoda. The TCTF shall meet as soon as possible and shall meet
without delay whenever necessary or at the request of either of the Parties.

Article II]
The Parties shall de-mine in a concerted manner the area adjacent to the
[T- Temple] [C- Temple of Preah Vihear (Phra Viharn in the Thai
Language)] to be surveyed and demarcated by the JBC.
Article IV
The JBC shall determine the area to be cleared for its survey and
demarcation work under its Terms of Reference and Master Plan of 2003. Such
area shall be cleared before the Joint Survey Team commences its work.
Article V
This Provisional Arrangement shall be without prejudice to the respective

rights of both Parties regarding the survey and demarcation within the
framework of the JBC and their legal positions.

Article VI

This Provisional Arrangement may be amended by mutual written
consent of the Parties.

This Provisional Amangement may be terminated by either Party by
written notification 6 months in advance of the termination date.

This Provisional Arrangement shall enter into force on the date of
exchange of notes informing each other party that their respective internal legal
procedures have been completed, and shall remain in force antil the complete
demarcation of the boundary in the area adjacent to the [T~ Temple] [C-
