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Responsibilities of the Department of Intellectual Property

The Department of Intellectual Property (DIP) has
a mission to promote the creation and commercialization
of intellectual property, as well as the protection and
suppression of violations of intellectual property rights
in order to enhance trade competitiveness and national
economic development. The duties and powers of the
DIP are given as follows :

(1) To perform its functions under the Protection
of Layout-Designs of Integrated Circuits Act, the
Geographical Indications Protection Act, the
Manufacture of Optical Discs Act, the Trade Secrets
Act, the Trademark Act, the Copyright Act, the Patent
Act and other relevant laws.

(2) To perform its functions related to the
protection of intellectual property.

(8) To perform its functions related to the
registration of intellectual property rights in accordance
with international agreements, treaties or cooperation,
of which Thailand is a member.

(4) To promote both domestic and international
protection of intellectual property of Thailand.

(5) To develop laws related to the protection of
intellectual property to enhance its efficiency and to
keep up with a pace of changing domestic and global
circumstances.

(6) To engage in activities to prevent and suppress
intellectual property violations, support the fair exercise
of rights and reinforce disciplines in trade.

(7) To promote the creativity, management and
commercialization of intellectual property.

(8) To conduct mediation and arbitration in respect
of intellectual property.

(9) To perform other functions as prescribed by
laws to be its duties and powers or entrusted by the

Ministry or the Cabinet.

Key Accomplishments
of the Department of Intellectual Property in 2020
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Over the period from 1 March 2020 to 30 April 2021, the Department of Intellectual
Property (DIP) has enhanced the development of intellectual property system of Thailand to
achieve concrete results by driving important missions in following 6 areas:
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The Department of Intellectual Property has
raised awareness on the importance of intellectual
property among all sectors, especially Thai
entrepreneurs, and has also stimulated the creativity
of Thai inventors which will give rise to an increase in

acquisition of IP ownership as follows :

1.1 Organizing seminars to enhance
understanding on intellectual property Over the past
year, the DIP held more than 13 seminars to foster

understanding on IP, such as (1) the seminar on
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“Overturning Crisis, Creating Opportunity: New Era of
Thai IP, New Normal of Expanding Business Abroad”
to enhance understanding on the use of intellectual
property as a tool for marketing products abroad and
in the New Normal era (2) the workshop on “The Way
Forward : The Next Step of Collective Management
Organizations (CMOs) in Thailand” to enhance
understanding of organizations and relevant stakeholders
related to the collective management of copyright
royalties (3) organizing mobile units to deliver services
on IP related issues, providing experts to extend
knowledge and understanding on IP for personnel in
both public and private sectors, as well as, providing
consultations on IP-related issues for entrepreneurs

and the public in provincial areas, etc.

1.2 Providing the Intellectual Property
distance learning system (e-Learning) Through
cooperation between the DIP and foreign IP offices,
various courses are available, on the website
http://elearning.ipthailand.go.th. such as the General
Course on Intellectual Property (DL-101) in Thai jointly
with the World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO)
and the IP Panorama Course (Fundamental Intellectual
Property Course) jointly with the Korean Intellectual

Property Office. The e-Learning system is aimed at

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creating knowledge and understanding of all sectors
on the importance of IP, which will foster further
creativity. In the future, the DIP will keep updating
these online courses to meet the needs of diverse

target groups.

1.3 Technology Trend Analysis The DIP
encourages creativity through the analysis of technology
trends in the attractive fields or industries. The
technology trend analysis has been conducted based
on searching of worldwide patent databases and is
aimed to assist researchers and interested parties in
fostering creativity and innovations. In 2020, the DIP
has published the “Technology Trend Analysis:
Sustainable Development with Smart Agri Tech” for Thai
farmers to use as a guideline for developing agricultural
tools with Internet of Technology Things (IoT). In addition,
following analysis of technology trends has also been
updated : (1) Renewable Energy Technology Trend
Analysis for Sustainable Future (2) Sustainable Material

Technology Trend Analysis for Packaging.

1.4 Building a network of academic
institutions The DIP promoted the Technology and
Innovation Support Center Program (TISC Program)

by encouraging the establishment of TISC centers in

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academic institutions, research units and IP related
agencies. TISC centers facilitate the access to
information and technology search, patent trend
analysis, trainings, the dissemination of knowledge and

consultation on IP within academic institutions.

1.5 Cooperation with foreign counterparts
The DIP has continued cooperation with international
organizations and foreign IP offices to organize activities
to promote creativity, such as establishing videos and
organizing a photo contest dissimilated on various
digital and social media platforms with an aim to raise
awareness on the IP role and to promote [P creation

and commercialization, organizing World IP Day, etc.

1.6 Organizing a contest for IP works In
the past, the DIP organized various contests for
intellectual property works, such as the “DIP Short
Film Contest” under the concept of “Intellectual
Property for a Green World” to attract youths to join
the training to enhance understanding on IP and
techniques for creative production of short fims, as
well as, to reflect the role of IP on the development of
social sustainability. Moreover, a photo contest under
the concept of “Innovate for a Green Future” was also
arranged to demonstrate the relationship between the

use of IP and environments through photos.
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2. Protection

The DIP has developed an expedient, convenient
and internationally standardized system to protect
intellectual property rights in Thailand in accordance

to the national development contexts as follows :

2.1 Providing more expedient IP
registration services The DIP has attached great
importance to serving the public by improving the IP
registration services, such as launching the service of
issuing certificates for registration of patents and petty
patents in an electronic form (e-Certificate) on 19 April
2021. The e-Certificate service can diminish the processing

time from 60 days to no more than 15 working days upon

the payment date of the patent registration fee. Moreover,
the DIP launched the Fast Track trademark service, e-Filing
and e-Patent registration systems to support the digital

government and facilitate the IP registration services.

2.2 Amendment of intellectual property
laws. At present, the DIP is in the process of amending
the intellectual property laws to facilitate trade and

promote investment environments as follows:

2.2.1 Copyright Act : The amended Copyright

Act is aimed to ensure effective copyright protection
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in the face of technology change in the digital age by
including the Disclaimers of Internet Service Provider
(ISP) and the Technological Protection Measure (TPM).
The revised Copyright Act is intended to promote the
collaboration among service providers and copyright
owners in addressing piracy on the internet more
efficiently, as well as, to support Thailand’s accession
to the WIPO Copyright Treaty (WCT). On 27 January
2021, the draft amendment has been approved by
the House of Representatives and the bill is under

the consideration of the ad-hoc committee.

2.2.2 Patent Act : The amended Patent Act
focuses on streamlining the registration and administration
procedures to be more efficient and more expedient,
as well as, in line with international principles. The revision
also addresses the compulsory licensing to allow
exportation of pharmaceutical products according to
the Article 31bis of the TRIPS Agreement and international
principles of disclosure requirement, prior informed
consent and mutual agreed terms related to genetic
resources and traditional knowledge in the patent
applications. The revision is also aimed to support
Thailand’s accession to the Hague Agreement
Concerning the International Registration of Industrial
Designs (Hague Agreement). At the moment, the draft
amendment is in the process of proposing the bill for

approval for the submission to the Cabinet.

2.3 Capacity building for DIP officials
The DIP has organized trainings for patent examiners
and trademark registrars, in collaboration with the World
Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO), the Japan
Patent Office (JPO) and the European Patent Office (EPO)
to enhance their knowledge and technical skills to support
applications of nascent inventions, such as training on

patent examination of specific technologies, etc.
2.4 Patent Agent Training Drafting patent

applications is crucial for acquiring patent protection

in an expedient manner. The DIP has therefore
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organized training courses for patent agents from public
and private agencies to develop knowledge and
technical skills regarding the process and procedures

for applying for patent protection effectively.

2.5 Enhancing the IP protection of
Thailand according to international standards The
DIP has collaborated with international counterparts
to enhance the IP protection of Thailand according to
international standards, such as the establishment of
Trademark Examination Manual under the cooperation
with IP Key-SEA to facilitate trademark registrars to
examine trademarks more efficiently and expediently.
Moreover, the DIP also exploited information from Big
Data to analyze technological trends in patents and
has prepared for Thailand’s accession to the Hague
Agreement Concerning the International Registration

of Industrial Designs (Hague Agreement).
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2.6 Enhancing knowledge and under-
standing on intellectual property laws and intel-
lectual property protection For this purpose, the DIP
has organized following activities, such as (1) the
seminar on “DIP’s Regulations on Receiving Notifica-
tions of Copyright Information and the provision of
Copyright Information Services B.E. 2563 (2020)
(Amendment) and a New Copyright Information
Management System” (2) the Seminar on “4 Decades
of Patents: Trend and Policy” to create knowledge and
understanding on the amendment of Patent Act
() the meeting with civil society on Compulsory
Licensing (CL) measures under the Comprehensive
and Progressive Agreement for the Pacific Economic
Partners (CPTPP) to clarify the status of the amend-
ment of the Patent Act, as well as to respond to

concerns of civil society regarding other matters.

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The DIP has driven the commercialization of
intellectual property and the promotion of Thai
entrepreneurs to use intellectual property as a tool to
generate added value for their products and services

through following activities :

3.1  Notification services for patent

information, consisting of 2 following services:

1) Patent Expiration Date Early Warning
System Patents are organized into categories to ease
searching. Patent search platform enables users to
filter expired patents or patents being expired in the
next 5 years, whose information can be exploited for
further development or commercialization. After patents
are expired, inventions can be freely reproduced to
diminish the costs of importing from abroad. In addition,
knowledge from expired patents also serves as
a foundation for further development of new innovations
to drive various industrial sectors of the country, without

the need to start a new research from the beginning.

2) Naotification system for patent applications
that are published and under the opposition
proceeding The previous database of applications for
patents and industrial designs under the opposition

proceeding may not fulfill diverse user demands and
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could not efficiently facilitate third parties in searching
and filing notices of opposition in a timely manner.
Thus, the DIP has exerted great efforts to improve the
notification system. This system systematically organizes
patent applications with a clear order according to
technology or industry categories. The time period eligible
for submitting notices of opposition is also clearly
specified in the system. Importantly, this system builds
confidence of all sectors in the inventions that have been
applied for patent protection, which will consequently

lead to further enhancement of creative capabilities.

3.2 Technology Trend Analysis and
exploitation of Big Data from worldwide patent
databases Previously, the DIP has analyzed the trend
of patent applications in Thailand during the past
5 years (2015-2019) in order to identify the trend of
global technology in the future, reflecting the growth
of technology in each industry sector. The technology
trend analysis is beneficial for both business purposes
and research development to meet market demands.
In the future, the DIP will draw potential industries of
Thailand to analyze technology trends for the benefit

of Thai entrepreneurs.

3.3 Organizing the IP Fair 2020
under the concept of “Innovate for a Green
Future” during 15-16 September 2020 with

a great emphasis on academic seminars
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focusing on the knowledge development on intellectual
property to bolster competitive advantages of Thai
entrepreneurs, along with comprehensive IP consultation
services (IP Clinic & IP Services), the IP Showcase
offering opportunities for entrepreneurs to showcase
their interesting IP products and the Business Matching

session to facilitate business negotiations.

3.4 Providing consultation services on
intellectual property and training on searching for
patent data and analysis of technology trends from
a worldwide patent database using modern software,
available at the Intellectual Property Advisory Center
(IPAC). These activities are intended to support Thai
entrepreneurs to access and use the intellectual
property database to create intellectual property and
innovations to meet the market needs and sustainably
generate added values for Thai products and

services.

3.5 Providing a negotiation channel for
trading of intellectual property and innovations The
DIP has established an intellectual property central market
website (IP Mart) at www.thaiipmart.com to facilitate
inventors, researchers and entrepreneurs to access to

the IP central market and create
opportunities for meetings,

discussions, communications

— o and inquiries regarding IP-

protected works, accessible

anytime and anywhere.
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The IP Mart is available free of charge via mobile

applications on both Android and iOS operating systems.

3.6  Organizing the Intellectual Property for
Business 2020 (IP4B2020) to encourage micro and
small enterprises to develop and create added value
to products with intellectual property. This incubation
program provided trainings in product designs and
development, as well as, consultations from a team
of experts. The IP4B project also facilitated the creation
of a product prototype with the evaluation of IP value
and offered opportunities for product owners to engage

in business matching activities with awarding prizes.

3.7 Organizing the “IP Champion 2020”
competition to select entrepreneurs, individuals and
academic institutions with the best role model on IP
commercialization in the fields of trademark, patent,
industrial design and copyright, as well as, on inspiring

new entrepreneurs.
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The DIP has integrated efforts with relevant
enforcement agencies to ensure effective eradication
of IP violations in both physical and online markets,

as follows :

4.1  Organizing the destruction ceremony
of intellectual property infringing goods confiscated
in cases involving intellectual property violations, for
which a final judicial decision has already been reached.
The destruction ceremony 2020 was held virtually for
the first time in Thailand with a live broadcast from the
destruction sites in Chonburi Province and Saraburi

Province to the Ministry of Commerce in Nonthaburi
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Province. This ceremony was resulted from integrative
efforts of the DIP and relevant enforcement agencies
to build confidence among rights owners and investors
that IP infringing goods will not return to domestic and
international markets. In total, there were over 785,376
confiscated items, such as clothes, leather goods,
shoes, mobile phones, glasses, cigarettes, etc., valuing
about 354 million baht.

4.2  Providing the Online Dispute Resolution
(ODR) service A Memorandum of Understanding
(MOU) on the Cooperation to Develop Intellectual
Property Dispute Resolution Process was signed with
the Thailand Arbitration Center (THAC), the Ministry of
Justice. The ODR service provides an online channel
for IP dispute resolution via video calls, which facilitates
disputing parties in terms of time and costs. This

mechanism has reduced confrontation of disputing
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parties and encouraged their compromise negotiations,
resulting in diminishing cases brought to court. Using
the ODR system, the mediation takes only 2 days,
compared to 54 days resulting from the traditional
resolution process, which requires disputing parties to

negotiate at the DIP.

In addition, the DIP also consulted with the
World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO) to
prepare a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) on
Alternative Dispute Resolution (ADR) related to

Intellectual Property, which is intended to promote the
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use of ADR to settle IP disputes. In this regard, the
DIP also prepared a Memorandum of Understanding
(MOU) on Best Practices and Guidelines for the
Protection of Intellectual Property under Country-code
Top-level Domain Names (ccTLD) to promote and
guide the protection of intellectual property under .TH
ccTLD and the implementation of the international

dispute resolution policy related to domain names.

4.3 Protection of intellectual property on
the internet The DIP held a signing ceremony for a
Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) on Cooperation
on the Protection of Intellectual Property on the Internet.
The signatories included 28 representatives of IPR
owners, major e-commerce platforms (Lazada, Shopee
and JD Central) and relevant government agencies
under the Ministry of Commerce, namely the
Department of Intellectual Property, the Department

of Business Development and the Department of

International Trade Promotion. This MOU is aimed at
promoting collaborations on the prevention of online
infringements and protection of customers against

counterfeiting goods.

According to Section 20 of the Computer Crime
Act B.E. 2550 (2007) and its amendments, the DIP is
responsible for transmitting applications to the Ministry
of Digital Economy and Society to request Courts to
issue orders to block or disable access to IP infringing
contents.
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4.4  Prevention of violations of Thai
intellectual property in foreign countries Recently,
a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) was signed
with the China National Intellectual Property
Administration (CNIPA) to solve the problem of
intellectual property violations of Thai entrepreneurs in
China. This MOU is also intended to accelerate the
registration of 3 Thai Geographical Indications (Gl) in
China, namely Tabtim Siam Pakpanang Pomelo,
Phetchabun Sweet Tamarind and Thung Kula Rong
Hai Hom Mali Rice. Moreover, the MOU provides
channels for exchanging knowledge and experiences,
which can be exploited to further develop Thailand’s

intellectual property system.

4.5 Status of Thailand’s intellectual
property protection In 2020, the United States Trade
Representative (USTR) has announced in its annual
Special 301 Report on the adequacy and effectiveness
of trading partners’ protection of intellectual property
rights to maintain the status of Thailand on its Watch
List (WL). In addition, the US’s 2020 Review of
Notorious Markets for Counterfeiting and Piracy has
not identified any notorious markets in Thailand that
engage in trading counterfeit and pirated goods. These
improvements in protection and suppression of IP
violations result from robust coordination and
integration of relevant enforcement agencies. Moreover,
the DIP has organized meetings with USTR to establish
an IP Action Plan, aiming at excluding Thailand from

all lists related to IP infringements in the future.
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4.6  Organizing activities to raise awareness
on intellectual property The DIP has organized various
campaign activities, such as (1) a charity run and walk
events, the “DIP Mini Marathon 2020 - STOP PIRACY
: Don’t Buy, Don’t Sell, Don’t Use Counterfeits”
campaign at the Ministry of Commerce with more than
2,000 participants to raise public awareness on
respecting intellectual property rights (2) the “Law
Enforcement Seminar: Preparing to Prevent IP
Violations in the Digital Era” to increase the capacity
of practitioners in the suppression of IP violations,
especially on internet platforms (3) Raising public
awareness on non-violating intellectual property through
various public relations channels, such as online
medias, radios, televisions, printed medias and social
medias, achieving 241,664 visitors to the DIP fan page
on Facebook (data as of 3 March 2021).

4.7  Collaboration with relevant govern-
mental agencies in enforcing intellectual property laws
under the Working Group on Suppression of Intel-
lectual Property Violations, chaired by General Prawit
Wongsuwan, Deputy Prime Minister. This working
group has exerted great efforts to prevent and sup-
press intellectual property infringements in both the
physical and online markets. Over the period from
March 2020 - February 2021, offenders of 3,143
cases were arrested and 56,678,644 infringing items
were seized, valuing 404,311,264 baht.

4.8 Organizing consultation meetings to
gather opinions among the private sectors from the
United States, the European Union, Japan and the
Republic of Korea, as well as, from relevant Thai and
foreign government agencies on the protection and
suppression of intellectual property violations of Thailand.
These meetings serve as an important mechanism for
exchanging information and opinions on the protection
and suppression of intellectual property violations of
Thailand, which will be beneficial to the development of

the Thailand’s intellectual property system.
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The DIP has placed importance on enhancing
the competitiveness of the agricultural sector. The
promotion and protection of geographical indication
(Gl) serve as a means of adding value to agricultural
products, local identity and traditional knowledge of
Thailand, both in domestic and foreign markets.
Following activities to transform a country’s agriculture
sector can create jobs, generate incomes, sustain the
initial income level, while opening up a new future for
farmers to benefit from economic opportunities and
the sustainability of income distribution to local

communities.

5.1  Thai Gl Registration Over the period from
March 2020 to March 2021, the DIP registered additional
17 Gils, such as Hom Thong Pa-thum Banana, Thong
Dee Ban Thaen Pomelo, Bang Khla Aromatic Coconut,
Siraket Garlic, Chanthaburi Pepper, Banphaeo Phuang
Thong Longan, Kaow Hom Mali Din Phu Kao Fai Buriram

Rice, Mae Sin Tangerine, etc. As a result, the DIP has
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currently registered a total of 136 Gl products from 76
provinces, creating a market value of more than 36,000
million baht (data as of 31 March 2021).

5.2 Promotion of Thai Gl registration
applications In the fiscal year 2020, applications were
accomplished for 7 Gl products from 6 provinces, such
as Pak Thong Chai Silk (Nakhon Ratchasima Province),
Ban Phon Milk Jujube (Kalasin Province), Nong Sang
Saraburi Mango (Saraburi Province), Khao Khiriwong
Mangosteen (Nakhon Si Thammarat Province), Borabue
Jicama (Maha Sarakham Province) and Trang Pepper
(Trang Province), etc. In the fiscal year 2021, the
development of applications for Thai Gl registration has

been promoted for 6 more products from 5 provinces.

5.3 Encouraging provinces to establish a
standardized quality control system for Thai Gi
products to assure confidence of domestic and
international consumers. The quality control system
comprises of both internal and external control. Internal
control has been established for 8 products from 8
provinces, namely Thepsadet Coffee (Chiang Mai
Province), Mae Chai Phayao Lychee (Phayao Province),
Chanthaboon Mat (Chanthaburi Province), Rayong
Golden Pineapple (Rayong Province), Banmai Sapodilla
(Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya Province), Bang Khla
Golden Nam Dok Mai Mango (Chachoengsao
Province), Pha Mai Kep Ban Mueangluang Silk (Sisaket

Province) and Ranong Nai Wong Durian (Ranong
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Province). In addition, external control has been
achieved for 4 products from 7 provinces, namely
Phetchabun Sweet Tamarind (Phetchabun Province),
Nam Dok Mai Sa Kaeo Mango (Sa Kaeo Province),
Thung Kula Ronghai Hom Mali Rice (Roi Et Province,
Yasothon Province, Surin Province, Maha Sarakham
Province and Si Sa Ket Province) and Surin Jasmine
Rice (Surin Province). In the fiscal year 2021, the DIP
has already promoted the establishment of internal

control for 8 products in 7 provinces.

5.4  Product and packaging development
to add value to the Gl products In the fiscal year
2020, the DIP has supported product and packaging
development for the following 10 GI products, namely
Bang Krathum Phitsanulok Dried Banana (Phitsanulok

5.5 Promotion of retail marketing channels

To generate sustainable income of over 23 million baht

for farmers, community entrepreneurs and local
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entrepreneurs related to Gl products, the DIP has
promoted market opportunities for Gl products, both on
online and offline markets. The DIP has regularly
organized activities to promote marketing of Gl products,
such as the “Gl Fest” and “Gl Market” events, the “Gl
Pavilion” in the THAIFEX, Gl corners in Tops Supermarket,
and the 100" Anniversary of the Ministry of Commerce
in the fight against COVID-19. In addition, the DIP has
expanded marketing channels through various online
platforms, such as Facebook : GI Thailand, www.
ShopAt24.com and ShopAt24 application, etc. The DIP
has also established and disseminated public relations
media to create awareness on Gl and make Gl products
to be broadly known. In this regard, production sites of
Gl products and nearby tourist attractions have been

publicized through media and television.
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5.6 Field visits to enhance understanding
on the importance of Gl and provide consultations
on Gl protection to more than 5,000 farmers,
entrepreneurs, community enterprises and government
agencies in 34 Provinces. To facilitate those who are
interested in GlI, the DIP has exerted great efforts to
provide more accessible and convenient means for
creating understanding on Gl for the public. These
have been achieved in an online format on the DIP
website, Facebook : Gl Thailand and YouTube : GI
Thailand Official Channel.

2. Information service facility as required
by Section 9 (Information for public
inspection)

The DIP has established its Official Information
Center to serve officials, students and the public since
1999. The Center is located on the 4" floor of the
Department building within the IPAC. The Official
Information Center has been modernized and its service
has been improved for the benefit of its users. Officers
from the Intellectual Property Promotion and
Development Office have been assigned the
responsibilities relating to information services.
In addition, information searching systems have been
installed on the computers at the Center to make

searching more convenient.

3. Amending the relevant notification
and order to comply with the Official
Information Act, B.E. 2540 (1997)

The DIP has amended the Ministerial Regulation
on the Organization of the Department of Intellectual
Property, Ministry of Commerce, B.E. 2563 (2020),
which was published in the Royal Gazette and entered
into force on 23 January 2020. This has led to certain
adjustments in the organization, duties and powers of
the DIP, as well as the establishment of new offices.
Section 7 (1) (2) and (3) of the Official Information Act,
B.E. 2540 (1997) requires a state agency to submit
official information relating to the structure and
organization of its operation, the summary of its key
powers and duties and operational methods, and the
contact point for obtaining information or guidance on
contacting the agency, for publication in the Royal

Gazette.

2 Information as at 18 January 2021.
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In order to comply with Section 7 (1) (2) and (3)
of the Official Information Act, B.E. 2540 (1997),
the DIP assigned the Legal Affairs Office, as the
secretariat of the Committee on the Administration of
Official Information within the DIP, to amend and draft

the relevant notifications and orders as follows:

3.1 Notification of the Department of Intellectual
Property Re: Structure and Organization, Summary of
Key Powers and Duties and Operational Methods,

4. Overseeing the delivery of information
of services and giving guidance to units
within the DIP and the public

The DIP’s executives recognize the importance of
complying with the Official Information Act, B.E. 2540
(1997) on the basis of the “Disclosure is fundamental.
Concealment is exception.” principle. This applies
particularly to the submission of official information for
the purpose of publication in the Royal Gazette under
Section 7 and the making available of official information
for access by the public under Section 9, especially
with regard to the implementation of relevant
announcements made by the Official Information Board,
such as Notifications of the Official Information Board
Re: Prescribing the Information relating to the Result
of Consideration of Procurement of State Agencies as
the Information to be Made Available for Public
Inspection under Section 9 (8) of the Official Information
Act, B.E. 2540 (1997), dated 16 January 2015; Re:
Prescribing the Invitations to Bid, Procurement Results
and Procurement Contracts as the Information to be

Made Available for Public Inspection under Section 9
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(8) of the Official Information Act, B.E. 2540 (1997),
dated 24 May 2018.

5. Improving knowledge and under-
standing of the DIP’s officials and employ-
ees about compliance with the Official
Information Act, B.E. 2540 (1997)

The DIP sends its staff members to the “Knowledge
and Understanding about the Official Information Act,
B.E. 2540 (1997)” courses organized by the Office of
the Permanent Secretary of the Ministry of Commerce

and other relevant agencies on a regular basis.

Furthermore, the DIP has included a topic on the
Official Information Act, B.E. 2540 (1997) in its
“Capacity Development for Newly-Recruited Officials”
course to equip its new officials with understanding
about the Act. The DIP has also been inviting staff
from the Office of the Official Information Commission
to be the speakers on the matter. In addition, the DIP’s
staff members have regularly been attending courses
and taking tests on the compliance with the Official
Information Act, B.E. 2540 (1997), which are
administered by the Office of the Official Information
Commission. The DIP has also included the topic of

official information in its recruitment examinations.
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Online Dispute Resolution Service //

for Intellectual Property Disputes
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The system is called
“IP Dispute Resolution
by Arbitration and
Conciliation”.

It is undeniable that “intellectual property (IP)” is getting more involved in our lives and

becoming an important tool in developing the country’s economy. Businesses realize this

important fact and have sought to use IP to add value to their goods and services. At the same

time, conflicts or disputes relating to IP have also increased, causing damages to people who

are doing honest businesses. These disputes usually lead to lawsuits and court cases, which

cost time and money, and increase court caseload.
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However, there is still an alternative, which may
help settle IP disputes more easily. This is the service
provided by the Department of Intellectual Property
(DIP), Ministry of Commerce, which is called “IP Dispute
Resolution by Arbitration and Conciliation”. Put
simply, this is a mediation service, in which the DIP
acts as the mediator. Such a system is widely accepted
and used around the world as a means for settling
disputes before they enter court proceedings. This can
help ensure that cases are not prolonged and can end
in a short period of time. There is no need to go to
court or hire a lawyer, and most importantly, the service

save cost.
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Thailand has been using this system since 2002,
which is over 18 years now. The DIP has taken 627
cases under its dispute settlement service, with 54%
success rate. Nevertheless, there were still certain
limitations. Normally, a person who wants to use this
service needs to make a written request to the DIP.
Then, the DIP will issue an invitation to the other party
to invite them to participate in the mediation at the
DIP. This tends to take some time due to various
reasons. For example, the parties may have conflicting
schedules or difficulties in traveling to the DIP, or they
may even find a face-to-face meeting uncomfortable.
Moreover, the current COVID-19 pandemic also means

that social gatherings may not be appropriate.

Since the beginning of 2021, the DIP has put
in place the “Online Dispute Resolution” system to
enhance the service, making it more convenient and
suitable for the digital lifestyle. This is part of the DIP’s
work towards “Smart DIP” under the leadership of
Director General Vuttikrai Leewiraphan, which aims to
use information technology to transform the DIP’s
services by bringing them to an online platform and
reducing limitations and hindrances. Notably, the
efficiency of the online IP dispute resolution system

over the old system is readily apparent. This can be
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seen in how the first online mediation case took only
two days from submission to being successfully
mediated. This was more convenient and faster than

the old system, which took over 45 days in total.

The main reason disputes can be settled in
a short period of time is because each step of the
process takes place online, and is easy to follow and
not complicated. To start the process, one has to go
to the DIP’s website at www.ipthailand.go.th and choose
the “Online Dispute Resolution” menu, register and
log in to the system. In submitting a request, the e-mail
address of the other party needs to be indicated so
that they can be invited to participate in the process.
Then, an online appointment will be made and the
negotiation will be conducted via a chat room or video
conference, with an expert or the DIP’s IP specialist
acting as a mediator. If a settlement can be reached,
a dispute settlement agreement will be signed jointly.
As a result, this system poses no problem to people
who live far away from the DIP. It is also free of charge,
minimizes delay, reduces the number of cases that go
to court, reduces confrontation between the disputing
parties and helps maintain good relations between them.
Indeed, it is one of the public services that is fast and

responsive to the current social context.
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The Department of Intellectual Property (DIP) has been protecting and promoting the
creativity of Thai people and helping businesses gain a competitive advantage so that they
can put their goods and services into the market with confidence. In 2021, the DIP is setting the
target of becoming “Smart DIP” by using technology to increase its efficiency and eliminate
various limitations in order to enhance the IP system of Thailand so that it meets the needs of

people and entrepreneurs, and helps increase the country’s competitiveness.
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“Patent” is a type of

- intellectual property which plays a

key role in enhancing the standard
of living for the society. Many
countries that are technologically
advanced and have a strong
economy tend to give a lot of
importance to patents. These
countries have a high number of
patents registered both domestically

and internationally. These are, for
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example, China, the United States,
Japan, the Republic of Korea, and countries in Europe.
Meanwhile, in Thailand, the number of patent
applications is not so high and the majority of the
applications are filed by foreigners rather than Thai
nationals. As a result, the government sees the need
to promote an environment that is conducive to creation
that leads to patents. And recently, the DIP has
introduced a new service, which is a system designed

to facilitate and encourage new innovations.

This system is the “Patent Notification
Service”, which consists of two main parts, namely
Part 1 Patent Expiration Date Early Warning and
Part 2 Patent/Industrial Design Opposition Database.

Part 1 Patent Expiration Date Early Warning

Invention patents are afforded legal protection
for 20 years and once that period expires, it will enter
the public domain. This means that any person can
utilize the expired patent, whether by reproducing,
adapting or building on it commercially. This is the
spirit of patent law, which aims to strike a balance
between the public interest and the interest of the

patent owners.

In developing the “Patent Expiration Date

searching. A search
filter can also be
applied to select the
results of only expired
patents or those that
will expire in the next
five years. The aim is
help entrepreneurs,
researchers and
inventors to be able
to use the information
contained in the patent database whether by studying
it or utilizing it commercially. They may create the subject
matters of the expired patents themselves to reduce
the costs from importation. In addition, the knowledge
obtained can also be used for further development
without having to reinvent the wheel. This can lead to
new innovations which help mobilize the country’s
industries, such as the chemical industry (e.g. 1. The
process and machine for manufacturing detergent
blocks 2. The process for producing rice milk and rice
milk 3. Detergent mixtures), the pharmaceutical industry
(e.g. 1. DNA vaccines modified for farm animals
2. Cosmetic mixtures 3. Hair nourishing products), the
electric industry (e.g. the method for installing security
system for wireless network connection 2. Energy
storage system 3. Mobile computer). These are the
benefits of the Patent Expiration Date Early Warning
system that the DIP has developed.

Part 2 Patent/Industrial Design Opposition

Database

In the process of patent and industrial design
registrations, there is a step called “publication”. This
involves publishing the application so that interested
persons (third parties) can know the details of the
invention and file oppositions if they believe that the
application does not comply with the law or the
applicant is not the true inventor but has made the

application using the invention of another person. The
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The old patent
application search system
was not as well suited to
its intended use, as the
data was not organized
into categories, and the
names of the applicant
and invention were

required to conduct
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searching. This caused
inconvenience to third
parties wishing to search or file an opposition in time.
Therefore, the DIP has improved the system and
developed the “Patent/Industrial Design Opposition
Database”. Under this database, the data is
systematically organized and clearly ordered,
applications are categorized into groups or industries,
and the opposition periods are clearly stated. The aim
is to make it more convenient for relevant parties to
search and access patent and industrial design
applications which are in the opposition period, allowing
them to enter the opposition proceeding more quickly
and within the specified time period. More importantly,
this can also help boost the confidence of all relevant
sectors in the inventions that are being filed for patents,

and maximize the creative potential.

Those who are interested in the above-mentioned
service of the DIP can visit the website www.ipthailand.
go.th and click on the Patent e-Service banner and
browse through the data any time of the day. It can be
expected that Smart DIP services will play a significant
role in pushing forward Thailand’s intellectual property

system and contribute to economic growth.

Nowadays, Thai and foreign entrepreneurs

increasingly see the importance of registering their
“trademarks” in order to obtain protection in
Thailand. As a result, the number of applications filed
with the Department of Intellectual Property (DIP)
amounts to nearly 50,000 per year. The number of
applications continues to rise and each step in the
examination process requires a lot of care. Before the
DIP registers a trademark, the registrar needs to check
that the application is accurate and complete.
The registrar also has to examine whether the trademark
is distinctive or different from other trademarks, as well
as whether it is prohibited and identical or similar to
any other trademarks already registered anywhere in
the world. If the application is not complete, it needs
to be amended. Moreover, there has to be an
opportunity for the public or other interested persons
to oppose a trademark application. Consequently, it

may take some time to complete each step.

The DIP is aware of the situation and thus puts
in place a policy to reform the trademark registration
service. In the first phase, the DIP has launched the
Fast Track Trademark Registration and Renewal

service in April 2021 in order to enable faster utilization
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of trademarks and facilitate businesses. Any qualifying
application can receive the Fast Track service, which

is at the regular fee.

At this point, you may wonder how the Fast
Track service differs from the normal service and
what kind of application qualifies for the Fast Track
service. These can be explained in two parts, namely
for “new trademark applications” and for “renewal

applications”.

1. New trademark applications

Fast Track Trademark Registration Service
The applicant will receive the first office action within
six months from the filing date (this previously took
about 12 months). The registrar will notify the applicant
if his trademark is eligible for registration. If so, it will
proceed to publication. If not, the registrar may order
the applicant to amend the application, or may reject
the application if the trademark is identical or similar

to any registered trademarks.

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An application that can qualify for the Fast Track
service only needs to meet two criteria, which are:
1) the number of goods must not exceed 10 items from
the list available at https://tmsearch.ipthailand.go.th
2) there is no amendment to the list of application or
recordal of assignment or inheritance after the filing date,

or request to submit additional evidence. Applicants can
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Fast Track Trademark Registration and Renewal Service /
take advantage of the Fast Track trademark registration
service through various filing channels such as e-Filing,
registered mail, as well as fiing made at the DIP and

Provincial Commercial Offices.

2. Renewal applications

After a trademark is registered, it will be
protected for 10 years from the filing date. If the
trademark is to be protected after that, it needs to be
renewed every 10 years. For the Fast Track Trademark
Renewal service, the process will be completed within
60 minutes (this previously took around 60 days) if the
renewal application meets two criteria, which are: 1)
the number of goods for renewal must not exceed 30
items and 2) there is no amendment to the particulars
of the registration (i.e. data must remain unchanged).
To take advantage of this service, the applicant has
to file the renewal application at the DIP and request
for the Fast Track Trademark Renewal service. The

certificate of renewal will then be issued within an hour.
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Fast Track Trademark Renewal service J \
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The above services are merely the first phase
in the reform of the trademark registration service. In
the next phase, the DIP will use information technology
to improve its trademark registration process in order
to ensure that it is convenient, fast, and consistent
with user behavior, such as the issuance of electronic
certificates (e-Certificate) and the use of electronic
application forms (e-Form). In the near future, new and
Smart DIP services, which will help support Thai

entrepreneurs, can indeed be expected.
