1.7.2 Turning over assets of which the court ordered confiscation to the Ministry

After a transaction or assets have been examined by the Transaction
Committee and there is firm evidence that those assets are involved in the commission of
offences, the Secretary-General of the Anti-Money Laundering Board will pass on the case to the
Public Prosecutor for his consideration to submit an application for the court's order that the
assets be confiscated.

Between January-December 2008, the AMLO turned over the confiscated
assets to the Ministry of Finance, with a total of 71 cases, amounting to 33,665,959.80 baht.
The total number of cases between 12 September 2001 and 31 December 2008 was 271, with
a total value of 304,755,212.51 baht. The assets could be categorized as follows:
