Yet prosperity has remained elusive for many
amidst continuing economic decline and as an unreformed military continues to
threaten the business ambitions of regional elites. In West Timor, one of the poorest
parts of Indonesia, local elites have had to contend with the added burden of the
fallout from the 1999 pro-integrationist military operation in East Timor. Beginning with
the need to host the quarter-million East Timorese refugees who fled West
accompanied by their Indonesian military-trained tormentors, the West Timorese have
paid highly for independence in the East and suffered enduring economic malaise.

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+3* This article examines the extent of resource-use efficiency under
different types of tenure and different farm sizes in two types of villages-one having
high incidence of irrigation facilities and High Yielding Varieties (HYV) technology in
an area usually cropped twice the same plot of land every year and the other having
no irrigational facilities except rain-water and non-HYV technology in a mono-
cropping area because the estimates on the extent of inefficiencies could help to
decide whether to improve or to develop new technology to raise productivity. On the
basis of a field survey and applying the method of Data Envelopment Analysis (DEA)
the authors observe that all farms score high efficiency trrespective of the types of
tenure and of farm sizes, in both the types of villages. This seems to suggest that the
diffusion of new agricultural technology is not so important in improving the efficiency

In spite of the magnitude of the financial crisis and its social
impact, scant scholarly attention has been paid to the issue, although the causes and
economic impact of the crisis have been amply discussed. In view of this, the article
examines major social changes brought upon by the financial crisis. The article
probes, for example, how employment patterns have been deeply affected, whereby
a majority of workers are now irregular workers or are underemployed. The article
also demonstrates how the people’s perception of work has changed and how the

+3* The Thaksin Shinawatra government has recently implemented the
most extensive reforms of the Thai bureaucracy since King Chulalongkorn sought to
modernize it in the 19" century, an attempt to reform a bureaucracy it sees as
unresponsive, inefficient, and unwieldy, as a barrier to democracy. Interestingly, the
reforms come at a time when most scholars have declared the death of the
“bureaucratic polity,” and the victory of democracy and civil society (e'g.Prizzia
(1985), Pisan and Guyot (n.d. [19867], Bidhya (1989), Anek (1992), Ockey (1992),
Pasuk and Baker 1995, 1996; Yoshinori 2002) If the bureaucratic polity is indeed
dead, why does the Thaksin government conceive of the bureaucracy as such a
barrier to democracy?

We then turn to contemporary
Thai politics to sketch out the nature of the Thai state, the bureaucracy, the regime,
and the polity. Finally, borrowing and adapting an existing model for examining the
state, we look at the implications of recent changes in the bureaucracy and the polity

for conceptualizing Thai politics.

$* This paper seeks to understand what difference it makes if voters
systematically consider a representative range of salient criteria before choosing a
candidate, and whether the effects of such systematic processing are conditioned by
political knowledge. To this end, the authors executed experiments during the 2000
electoral season that randomly exposed some subjects to an Analytic Hierarchy
Processing (AHP) tool, which encourages systematic processing of various
orthogonal decision criteria in complex choice environments. The authors predicted,
and found, that the choices of knowledgeable voters exposed to AHP were weaker
and less consistent than control group responses, suggesting that systematic
processing induces integrative complexity and perhaps “analysis paralysis” among
knowledgeable votes. However, the author found that among less knowledgeable
voters, the opposite pattern generally emerged-AHP exposure was associated with
even greater reliance on party ID and ideology cues, perhaps even bolstering

predispositions via projection and rationalization.

2. “Alliances, arms buildups and recurrent conflict: testing a steps-to-war model’.

** Alliances and arms races have received considerable attention in
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the causes-of-war literature. While a large amount of empirical research has pursued
these topics separately, multivariate conditional combinations of these processes
have been relatively scarce to date. An argument for doing so is provided by
Vasquez's steps-to-war theory which organizes international relations into an
interactive complex of factors, including terriorial disputes, interstate rivalry, recurrent
crises, alliances, military buildups,and war onset. A model linking indicators of these
processes is developed and tested for the 1919-95 era. Substantial empirical
support for their interactions emerges. Territorial disputes in the context of rivalry and
recurrent crises, aggravated by military buildups and asymmeetrical external alliance
situations, combine to make escalations to war more probable. Hopefulty, an
improved understanding of interstate escalatory dynamics can serve as a foundation

and stimulus for more interactive attempts to unravel the puzzle of war causation.

$* The concept of representation, as developed in Hanna Pitkin’s
seminal work, is a complex structure, whose multiple dimensions are hypothesized to
be closely interconnected. Most empirical work,however, ignores the integrated
character of representation and examines its several dimensions in isolation. The
picture of representation that results is not so much incorrect as incomplete. This
research tests an integrated model of representation linking formal, descriptive,
substantive, and symbolic representation. Data on the representation of women in 31
democracies confirms the interconnections among the several dimensions of
representation. The structure of electoral systems exerts powerful influences on both

women’s descriptive representation and symbolic representation.  Descriptive
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representation, in turn, increases, legislatures’ responsiveness to women’s policy
concerns and enhances perceptions of legitimacy. The effects of substantive

representation, however, are much less than theory anticipates.

4. “Party switching in the Italian chamber of deputies, 1996-2001". / by William

+$* Almost one-fourth of the members of the lower house in ltaly, the
Chamber of Deputies, switched parties at least once between 1996 and 2001. Why
would a legislator abandon one party and enter another during a legislative term?
Starting from the basic assumption that politicians are ambitious. The authors
examine electoral and partisan motivations for members of parliament (MPs) who
switch parties. The authors conclude that party switching most likely is motivated by
party labels that provide little information about policy goals and that pit copartisans
against each other in the effort to serve constituent needs. Switching is especially

frequent when ambitious politicians operate under heightened uncertainty.

5. “The politics of humanitarian aid: U.S. foreign disaster assistance, 1964-1995”.

/ by A. Cooper Drury, and Richard Stuart Olson and Douglas A. Van

Previous studies of U.S. foreign aid have firmly established that foreign
policy and domestic considerations strongly influence allocations of military and
economic development assistance. Uncharted, however, is the question of similar
influences on U.S.humanitarian aid. Analyzing U.S. foreign disaster assistance data
from 1964 through 1995, this paper concludes that foreign policy and domestic
factors not only influence disaster assistance allocations but that they are the

overriding determinant. This impact is, however, somewhat differential: the initial
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“yes/no” decision to grant disaster assistance is markedly political, but the

subsequent “how much” decision is also not devoid of political considerations.

6. “Strategic politicians and U.S.House elections, 1874-1914”. / by Jamie L.Carson

+3* One of the most fundamental changes in post-World War Il
congressional elections has been the rise of candidate-centered campaigns. This
phenomenon has given rise to considerable theoretical and empirical literature
demonstrating the strategic behavior of congressional candidates. Yet very few
scholars have assessed the effect or existence of strategic candidate behavior for the
pre-World War Il era. The authors seek to fill part of this void by exploring the extent
to which experienced or quality candidates played a role in influencing the electoral
fortunes of incumbent House members in elections spanning the late nineteenth and
early twentieth centuries. Their findings suggest that in terms of strategic emergence
and electoral performance, congressional candidates exhibited patterns of behavior
which are strikingly similar to those seen in modern-day campaigns, suggesting that

individual ambition is the best explanation for candidate behavior in both eras.

*3* In this paper the authors develop a spatial model to provide an
explanation for the seeming paradox that voters in some states reelect incumbents
while unilaterally self-imposing legislative term limits. The model shows that voters

are more likely to support term limits if the incumbent’s position is farther from the
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median voter position or if the incumbent’s party is more moderate. Furthermore, it
suggests that term limits, or the threat of term limits, increases the responsiveness of

politicians’ policy platforms.

*%* The one-dimensional Downsian spatial model entails single-peaked
preferences for each voter. Consequently, the preference ranking of the electorate as
a whole is also single-peaked, and Condorcet cycles in the preferences of the
electorate are not possible. The authors’ main theoretical results herein are that, if the
model is generalized to allow for voter uncertainty about candidates’ positions, then
singlepeakedness no longer exists invariably, either for individual voters or for the
electorate as a whole. However, cyclical preference majorities remain impossible.
The authors’ examine how well the generalized model may fit preference and
variability data from the 1992 United States Presidential election

9. “Where turnout matters: the consequences of uneven turnout in city politics”.

** There is a widespread concern that imbalances in voter turnout
across race and class have led to biased outcomes in American democracy. Yet
empirical tests have generally found that the unrepresentative nature of the electorate
has little effect on who wins and loses elections. The authors’ challenge this finding
by arguing that existing research minimizes the chances of finding bias because it
focuses largely on national elections where turnout is relatively high and where

minority groups are generally too small a percentage of the population to sway
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elections. By focusing on city elections The authors’ find that lower turnout leads to
substantial reductions in the representation of Latinos and Asian Americans on city
councils and in the mayor’s office. For African Americans district elections and off-

cycle local elections are more important barriers to representation.
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
