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Prosperity in the Asia Pacific Region. It highlighted the implementation of Vietnam in
various aspects including communications, legislations and in practices; sharing the
Vietnam’s experiences in which showing the achievements, limitations, difficulties and
lesson learned. Besides, the report introduces that gender equality’s solutions in Vietnam
are on the right track but need more time for substantive socio-economic shifts and initial
impacts to take hold. To implement the Resolution more effectively, Vietnam calls upon
APPF member states should make periodical reports and share experiences in
cooperation and sharing of experiences among APPF’s parliaments. In addition, Vietnam
suggests some other recommendations such as: raise awareness about gender equality by
education and communications, mainstream the commitments into laws; strengthen
government’s accountability, address gender inequalities in vulnerable groups to ensure
that sustainable development towards inclusive growth leaves no one behind.

. The meeting discussed and elaborated upon three topics, namely (a) Strengthening Asia-
Pacific Regional Partnership for Gender Equality and Empowerment of Women and Girls
for Peace and Sustainable Development; (b) Ensuring Equality for all Women and Men
to Education, Technical Training and Information Technology for Sustainable Peace and
Achieving Sustainable Development Goals, and (¢) Promoting Gender Equality and
Women’s Empowerment in Decision-Making at all Levels.

. The meeting heard that Gender equality and the empowerment of women and girls are the
bedrock of peace and sustainable and equitable development. The improvement of the
lives of women leads to the improvement of the lives of children and families, which are
the foundations of socio-economic progress. Women are generators of wealth,
accumulators of capital, and leaders in their own right. Societies that offer better
socioeconomic opportunities for women tend to grow faster and more equitably.

. Although there have been some improvements in gender equality in the region, there are
certain outstanding issues and challenges. First, the number of female workers in the
workforce is still low in comparison to the number of male workers. Second, obstacles
remain for women to obtain equal access to education, vocational training, technology
and knowledge. Third, Women remain underrepresented in leadership positions. Fourth,
support mechanisms for women and girls are limited. Fifth, some policies and programs
on gender equality are not holistic or comprehensive.

. To address these outstanding challenges, the delegates have suggested the following
policy recommendations. First, we need to adopt a multifaceted policy-research agenda to
bring about gender equality in the workforce, by providing support in skill development
and vocational training. Second, we must encourage the role women play as agents of
change, particularly by providing better access to knowledge and technology. Third, we
need to enable and empower women to take leadership roles in decision-making at all
levels. Fourth, we need to strengthen multi-stakeholder dialogue and cooperation to allow
for the construction of better frameworks and institutions, access to greater budgets and
funding, as well as sharing best practices and know-how in policy making. Fifth, we need
to conduct gender-based analysis by considering the diverse needs of women, men, and
others as an assessment tool when building policies, programs, and initiatives.

We, the parliamentarians of the Asia-Pacific Parliamentary Forum (APPF), gathering in the
historic city of Siem Reap, Kingdom of Cambodia, for the 27th Annual Meeting of APPF under the
theme “Strengthening Parliamentary Partnership for Peace, Security and Sustainable
Development”™:

Deeply concerned over the multi-faceted impacts of climate change in countries and the region
and their disproportionate and adverse effects on vulnerable groups, indigenous people and
people with disabilities including challenges of food security, water shortage, health, climate-
induced migration as outlined in the Assessment Reports of the Intergovernmental Panel on
Climate Change (IPCC);

Referring to the Resolution on Strengthening Joint Action in Response to Climate Change
adopted by the 26th annual meeting of the Asia-Pacific Parliamentary Forum in Hanoi, January
2018 within the framework of the global and universal program called Transforming our World:
The 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development; sustainable development SDG goal number 13;

Welcoming the Paris Agreement adopted in 2015 by the world leaders at the Conference of the
Parties (COP21) which entered into force on November 2016, the COP22, COP23 and COP24
aiming to enforce the United Nation Framework on Climate Change;

Reaffirming the urgent need to reduce global greenhouse gas emissions to limit any
temperature increase to well below 2° Celsius from pre-industrial levels and to pursue efforts to
limit the temperature increase to 1.5° Celsius above pre-industrial levels;

Recalling the Doha amendment to the Kyoto Protocol to reduce greenhouse gas emission which
adds new emission reduction targets for the second commitment and call for the participating
countries to fulfill from 2012 to 2020;

Taking note, with due concern over the Reports of the Intergovernmental Group of Experts on
Climate Change (IPCC) released in October 2018, which state that the effects of climate change
would be worse than foreseen, if the 1.5 degrees Celsius threshold is exceeded;



Noting that all parts of the Asia Pacific region are affected negatively by climate change, and that
some countries - including small island nations and landlocked developing countries - face an
especially grave threat from long-term changes to the environment;

Considering the Warsaw Framework for Reducing Emission from Deforestation and forest
Degradation (REDD+) which aims to address loss and damage caused by long-term climate
change impacts and alleviating poverty in contribution to achieving 2030 Agenda for sustainable
development;

Welcoming the Marrakech Partnership for Global Climate Action launched by the Conference of
the Parties in November 2016;

Recognizing the need from developed countries to jointly mobilize USD 100 billion by 2020 to
address the needs of developing countries in the context of meaningful mitigation action and
transparency in implementation;

Acknowledging the crucial role of parliamentarians, in particular the regional commitment
among APPF members to adopt the legislation and national budgets to ensure effective
implementation to realize the objectives of the United Nations Framework on Climate Change
and the Sustainable Development Goals;

Revealing the vulnerability of the Asia-Pacific region to climate change, its current very high
sensitivity and low capacity for adaptation, the importance of the quick implementation of global
warming mitigation and adaptation measures, and the growing importance of international
cooperation to achieve public policy that focuses on sustainable development; and

RESOLVE TO:

1- Request APPF Member States to work collectively on solving environmental problems in the
Asia-Pacific Region by ensuring the implementation of national policies and mechanisms to
address, mitigate, and adapt to climate change;

2- Endorse the Paris Agreement that aims to keep the increase in global average temperature
to well below 2 °C above pre-industrial levels and limit the increase to 1.5°C;

3- Remind parties to ratify the Paris Agreement and the Doha Amendment to fully implement
the Kyoto mechanism in areas of international emissions trading, clean development
mechanisms, and joint implementation;

4- Commit to building resilient infrastructure, promote inclusive and sustainable
industrialization and foster innovation to cope with climate change to ensure people’s
wellbeing, food security, access to water resources, and preservation of natural resources;

5- Call parties to continue working effectively and in good faith on developing mechanisms,
modalities, procedures and guidelines towards the implementation of the Paris Agreement,
taking into account the principles of common but differentiated responsibilities and
respective capabilities (CBDR-RC) as provided for under the UNFCCC and the Paris
Agreement;

6- Encourage APPF Member States to increase capacity to solve environmental problems,
share information and technology, and provide aid and assistance needed to combat
environmental challenges to member countries with less capacity as agreed in the Marrakech
Partnership for Global Climate Action;

Encourage APPF Member States to implementation of energy efficiency laws program in
APPF Member States so that they manage to modify the habit of consumers and companies,
and that in the long run, reduce electricity costs for both the public and private sector,
looking to build energy network with low emission and a more sustainable development;

ON
ENHANCING PARLIAMENTARY COOPERATION IN PROMOTING
CULTURAL DIVERSITY AND TOURISM IN ASIA-PACIFIC

(Sponsored by Cambodia and Russian Federation)

We, parliamentarians of the Asia-Pacific Parliamentary Forum (APPF), gathering in historic city of
Siem Reap, Kingdom of Cambodia, for the 27t Annual Meeting of APPF under the theme
“Strengthening Parliamentary Partnership for Peace, Security and Sustainable Development”:

Reaffirming the spirit of the United Nations Charter, the Constitution of UNESCO and the UN
General Assembly Resolution 70/1 of 25 September 2015 on Transforming our World: the 2030
Agenda for Sustainable Development and the 17 Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs);

Recalling the UN Resolution A/RES/70/193 declaring 2017 as the International Year for
Sustainable Tourism for Development, a unique opportunity to promote the contributions of
tourism and culture as a 215t century human activities to shape a better future for people and the
planet;

Bearing in mind the UNWTO Global Code of Ethics for Tourism adopted by the UNWTO General
Assembly in 1999 and endorsed by the UN General Assembly in 2001, that reaffirms that tourism is
a user of the cultural heritage of humankind and contributor to its enhancement;

Referring to the UNESCO Convention on the Protection and Promotion of the Diversity of Cultural
Expressions adopted by the General Conference of UNESCO on 20 October 2005, to protect and
promote the diversity of cultural expressions;

Recalling the World Heritage Convention adopted by the General Conference of UNESCO on 16
November 1972 for the protection, conservation and the preservation of cultural and natural
heritage with outstanding universal value to all mankind;

Reaffirming that second UNWTO/UNESCO World Conference, Muscat Declaration on Tourism and
Culture: Fostering Sustainable Development, 11-12 December 2017;

Recalling the Siem Reap Declaration on Tourism and Culture - Building a New Partnership Model
(2015) that sets out a range of priorities and opportunities for action in the broad field of cultural
tourism, with a particular impact on the 2030 Sustainable Development Goals;

Welcoming the Resolution of the 17th Annual Meeting of APPF (11-15 January 2009) at Vientiane
on Sustainable Tourism;

Reaffirming the Declaration of the 5t Annual Meeting of APPF (7-10 January 1997) at Vancouver,

Noting that the Asia-Pacific region is the second biggest region in terms of UNESCO World Heritage
Sites host of 258 sites and elements, which are a great potential for best-known and high-value
attractions and tourism resources as cultural and natural destinations in countries and the region
that highly supports the Sustainable Development Goals;

Acknowledging that the cultural diversity in the Asia-Pacific region contains natural and cultural
heritages, tangible and intangible, such as museums, historic sites, landscapes, traditions, art,
languages, cuisine, music, handicrafts and Literature, of immeasurable value to host communities,
shaping community identities and fostering respect and tolerance among people, becoming key
tourism assets and attractions, creating distinctive differences between destinations;

Noting that tourism has grown in the recent decades to become a leading global economic sector
that contributes significantly to the development and empowerment of local communities by
creating opportunities for inclusive economic growth and sustainable development in terms of job
creation, income generation, people’s livelihoods, regeneration of rural and urban areas, poverty
alleviation and the appreciation and protection of natural and cultural tourist destinations;

Realizing the imperative to consolidate and intensify dialogue and cooperation among cultures to
create environments conducive to respect for cultural diversity, religious beliefs, harmony,
rapprochement and mutual understanding between cultures, at national, regional and global levels;

Recognizing the need to protect vulnerable groups from exploitation, and to respect the rights and
traditions of indigenous people and ethnic minorities;

RESOLVE TO:

1. Encourage APPF Member States to ratify and implement UNESCO conventions related to the
promotion and protection of cultural and natural property, where possible, the Convention
for the Protection of Cultural Property in the Event of Armed Conflict (1954) and its two
Protocols, Convention on the Means of Prohibiting and Preventing the Illicit Import, Export
and Transfer of Ownership of Cultural Property” (1970), UNIDROIT Convention on Stolen or
[llegally Exported Cultural Objects (1995);



Invite APPF Member States to provide necessary support and cooperation with the Asian
Cultural Council (ACC), an affiliated body of the International Conference of Asian Political
Parties (ICAPP) in the implementation of cultural activities for peace and sustainable
development;

Encourage APPF Member States to integrate cultural protection and preservation in national
legislation, policies and strategic plans, in particular in tourism development, natural
resource conservation, environmental protection, poverty alleviation and economic
development;

. Urge APPF Member States to encourage their governments to provide necessary financial,
human resources, technology and innovation to promote sustainable development in
accordance with culture preservation and to support the development of small and medium-
sized cultural enterprises and local communities using cultural assets for sustainable tourism
and poverty alleviation;

Encourage the private sector to invest in cultural sites and service development and linkages
to supply chains such as agriculture, handicrafts, hospitality, cuisine, tourism services,
transport, infrastructure and construction, while supporting and promoting an integrated
approach and local sourcing in cultural and natural heritage tourism;

Strengthen close cooperation in human-resource capacity building in cultural tourism as
well as the protection and development of tangible and intangible heritage through
documentation, cultural dialogue, workshops, seminars, training, exchanges of experience
among experts in the field of culture and tourism, youth camps, cultural study tours, sharing
best practices for cultural preservation and sustainable tourism within APPF Member States;

Recalling resolutions adopted by APPF Member States at past Annual Meetings, including the
most recent Strengthening Joint Action to Respond to Climate Change (2018); Promotion of
Conservation and Sustainable Use of Ecosystems, Oceans and Marine Resources (2017); and
Conserving and Sustainably Managing our Shared Ocean (2016),

Recognizing that the Arctic Ocean is a unique and fragile ecosystem;

Affirming that many of the concerns facing the Arctic Region are shared by the Antarctic
Region;

Deeply concerned that the Arctic is warming at more than twice the global rate;

Aware of the widespread impact of climate change on the Arctic marine environment and on the
lives, livelihoods and traditions of the Arctic’s inhabitants;

Cognizant that climate change in the Arctic has an impact on global climatic systems;

Recalling national commitments made pursuant to the 2015 Paris Agreement on climate
change;

Committed to upholding the Arctic as a region of peace, stability and cooperation;
Recognizing the sovereignty, sovereign rights and jurisdiction of Arctic states in the Arctic;

Also recognizing that an extensive legal framework applies to the Arctic Ocean, notably the Law
of the Sea;

Underscoring its respect for the values, interests, culture and traditions of Arctic Indigenous
peoples;

Reaffirming the need to support the realization of the United Nations Sustainable Development
Goals as it relates to the Arctic region;



Welcoming the entry into force of the legally binding International Code For Ships Operating In
Polar Waters [Polar Code];

Recalling the 2007 United Nations Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples;

Convinced of the importance of both scientific knowledge and Indigenous and local knowledge
of the Arctic environment and ecosystems;

Recognizing that the level of international interest in the Arctic has been growing in recent
years;

RESOLVE TO:

Welcome initiatives and precautions undertaken by APPF Member States, including Arctic
and non-Arctic states, that focus on environmental protection, scientific research, and
sustainable development of the region;

Implement the national commitments put forward under the 2015 Paris Agreement on
climate change;

Support efforts to respect the Agreement to Prevent Unregulated Commercial Fishing on the
High Seas of the Central Arctic Ocean, which was signed by 10 parties, including the APPF
Member States of Canada, China, Japan, the Republic of Korea, the Russian Federation and
the United States in October 2018, and will enter into force upon the ratification of the 10
parties;

Reaffirming all the APPF resolutions on Disaster Risk Reduction, including the Resolution on
Calling for Regional Cooperation on Disaster Risk Reduction and Climate Change Adaptation and
Mitigation adopted at the 26th Annual Meeting of the APPF in Hanoi, Vietnam, in January 2018;

Recalling the particular vulnerability of the Asia-Pacific region to natural disasters and the large
number of recent natural disasters in our region;

Noting that the APPF is an organization that seeks to identify and discuss issues of regional
interest and concern, with the aim of promoting them in a global context;

Recalling that the APPF Member States encourage and promote regional cooperation at all
levels on issues of common interest with a sense of cohesion, understanding and coordination;

Recalling the particular vulnerability of the Asia-Pacific region to natural disasters and the
differentiated influence of the Pacific Plate, Nazca, Ring of Fire impacts, volcanic threats,
tsunamis, fire and El Nifio - Southern Oscillation, among others;

Recognizing that investing in reducing risk and improving economic and social disaster
resistance not only provides a comprehensive response to save lives, but also promotes
sustainable socio-economic development;

Recognizing the substantial contributions of the Hyogo Framework for Action (HFA) 2005-
2015 to the formulation of strategies and policies to reduce disaster risk, eradicate poverty,
reduce inequality and implement a sustainable and inclusive development;

Welcoming the expansion of mutual cooperation in line with Sendai Declaration and Sendai
Framework for Disaster Risk Reduction 2015-2030 in the Third UN World Conference on
Disaster Risk Reduction held in Sendai, Japan on 14-18 March 2016;



Welcoming the adoption of the resolution to designate 5t of November as World Tsunami
Awareness Day at the Plenary Session of the United Nations General Assembly in New York on
22 December 2015 and ongoing related efforts;

Recognizing that the economic losses and damages from disasters and their impact on
development tend to be exacerbated by current development patterns;

Recognizing the contributions of the Global Campaign "Developing Resilient Cities: My City is
Getting Ready", so that societies are able to manage and prevent natural disasters, minimizing
damage, and, in the case they occur, have effective, timely and coordinated measures for
emergency, recovery and reconstruction;

3. Encourage parliamentarians from the Asia-Pacific region to in turn encourage their
governments and UN agencies, to conduct risk reduction strategies, exchange of technology,
establishment of early warning systems and rapid response mechanisms, and to update the
Risk Atlas, among others;

4. Appeal to APPF Member States to further expand mutual cooperation in disaster risk
reduction as stated in the "Sendai Framework for Disaster Risk Reduction 2015-2030", as
well as deal with regional cooperation frameworks such as APEC, ASEAN, the East Asia
Summit (EAS) and the Trilateral Japan-China-ROK;

5. Promote Sendai Framework for Disaster Risk Reduction 2015-2030 with APPF Member
States, to ensure the generation of resilience to disasters that is participatory, inclusive,
accountable and effective in our region. This new framework will consider progress and



challenges in implementing policies for disaster risk reduction at the regional and sectorial
levels, and propose the necessary adjustments;

Recognising the recent progress made by members of the Asia-Pacific Parliamentary Forum to
develop and promote effective policies, law enforcement and mechanisms to foster inclusive trade
and growth in the Asia-Pacific region;

Recalling Resolution APPF26/RES.02 in Hanoi on Promoting Economic Growth and Free Trade,
especially the provision to undertake an ongoing assessment of their respective international trade
instruments as well as Resolution APPF26/RES.04 on the Role of Parliaments in Promoting
Seamless Regional Economic Integration and Resolution APPF25/RES.15 in Natadola on Economic
and Trade Cooperation in the Asia-Pacific region;

Recognising that today’s global trade is multifaceted and complex and the importance of
working towards achieving free and open markets and the significance of international trade and
investment in delivering prosperity to all people, including in particular women and youth to
overcome problems such as poverty, exclusion, social inequality and for Member States to
uphold food security, environmental safeguards and labour standards;

Noting Resolution E/RES/2017 /22 adopted by the UN Economic and Social Council on 6 July 2017,
aiming to achieve inclusive and sustainable economic development through promoting local
innovation and bringing together local scientific, vocational and engineering knowledge, mobilising
resources from multiple channels, improving core information and communications technology,
and supporting smart infrastructure through collaboration with and among national programs;

Acknowledging that global trade and investment is underpinned by the multilateral trading
system with the World Trade Organization (WTO) at its centre, and that cooperation among
Member States is needed to uphold that system and work to reform the rules-based WTO, to
strengthen its important role in facilitating and safeguarding trade;

Recognising that the entry into force of the Trade Facilitation Agreement in February 2017,
encourages parliamentarians of the Member States to play more active roles in promoting its
implementation;



Acknowledging the outcome of the 26t Summit of the Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation (APEC)
Forum, held on 17-18 November, 2018 in Port Moresby, themed "Harnessing Inclusive
Opportunities, Embracing the Digital Future";

Recognising the crucial role of strong institutions in enhancing rules-based trade and investment,
long term economic performance, and inclusive growth and the crucial role of parliamentarians to
adopt effective laws and policies;

Recognising the benefits of free trade and regional economic integration are not equally shared,
and recalling the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development, adopted by all United Nations Member
States in 2015, especially Sustainable Development Goal 10: Reduce inequality within and among
countries;

Reaffirming Resolution 2347 (2017) adopted by the Security Council of the United Nations at its
7907th meeting, on 24 March 2017 for Actions for the Protection of Culture and the Promotion of
Cultural Pluralism as well as UNESCO conventions concerning culture, while appreciating cultural
diversity in the Asia-Pacific region;

Acknowledging the conclusions adopted at the 23rd and 24th United Nations Conferences on
Climate Change (COP23 and COP24 respectively) and the Paris Agreement 2015; recognising that
the Asia-Pacific region contains many of the countries, cities and communities most vulnerable to
climate change, notably rising sea levels and extreme weather incidents;

Considering that the recent escalation of trade frictions among major economies and the tendency
to move away from the multilateral framework will affect global growth, and that growing
protectionism in trade and investment could adversely affect APPF Members’ economies and
beyond; and

Taking into account the intensification of public debate in many parts of the world regarding
trade liberalisation and the need for a people-centred approach to international development.

RESOLVE TO:

1. Call on Member States to continue to build strong institutions to promote trade and investment
in order to achieve sustainable and inclusive growth;

2. Urge Member States to step up efforts toward economic prosperity in the region by embracing
open trade and investment and facilitating the free movement of goods, services and capital, as
well as establishing quality standards, rules and guidelines, including better compliance with
WTO agreements and rules;

3. Call on Member States to exert greater efforts in developing and promoting dialogue,
partnerships and cooperation based on the principles of equality, mutual benefit and shared
responsibility to promote inclusive economic growth, sustainable development and social
progress in the Asia-Pacific region;

4. Call upon Member States to continue reforming, harmonising and implementing their laws,
policies, and regulatory frameworks, and enhance institutional capability, especially in less
developed countries, in order to unlock opportunities for further regional economic integration,
and sustainable and inclusive growth;

5. Encourage Member States to more actively engage in trade negotiations and to continue efforts
to develop effective mechanisms for sharing relevant information and best practices;



6. Call upon Member States to recognize that:
a. Leaders of the 16 East Asia Summit countries taking part in the Regional Comprehensive
Economic Partnership (RCEP) have expressed determination to conclude negotiations
for a modern, comprehensive, high-quality and mutually beneficial RCEP in 2019 as a
partnership between the Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN) and the six
countries with which it has free-trade agreements;

b. The Comprehensive and Progressive Agreement on the Trans-Pacific Partnership
(CPTPP) of 11 Asia-Pacific economies entered into force at the end of 2018, and that any
discussion on possible future CPTPP membership should be open for consideration for
countries within the region; and

c. APEC Economic Leaders reaffirmed in 2016 that RCEP and TPP (now CPTPP) are both
“possible pathways” to an eventual high-quality and comprehensive Free-Trade Area of
the Asia Pacific (FTAAP) and that FTAAP should be realised outside APEC with pathways
examined by APEC economies no later than 2020.

7. Encourage opportunities for interaction among parliaments of the APPF Member States and
between parliaments, governments, civil society and business communities through dialogues,
conferences, seminars and other exchange channels to promote trade, investment for
sustainable and inclusive growth, as well as to improve the functioning of the WTO, including its
monitoring, rule-making and dispute settlement functions;

8. Encourage Member States to exert greater effort in developing necessary infrastructure,
especially the transport, telecommunications and digital sectors, and promoting science and
technology to further enhance the knowledge-based economy; and encouraging developed
member states to provide both technical and financial support for these institutional and
infrastructure development efforts of the less developed member states;

9. Call Upon countries to resolve trade friction by seeking solutions that benefit all affected
parties, and deterring proliferation of protectionist practices that hinder global trade,
investment and inclusive growth; and

10.Urge Member States to pursue sustainable development while mitigating the impact of climate
change and enhancing the preservation and protection of our tangible and intangible cultural
heritage.

Acknowledging the results of 26 years of dialogue and partnership in the APPF area on a wide
range of issues including the economy, trade and sustainable development, which has contributed
to improving relations among our countries and to achieving stability and prosperity in the
Asia-Pacific region;

Recalling previous APPF resolutions, including APPF26/RES/03 adopted in January 2018 in Hanoi,
on supporting the Small and Medium-Sized Enterprises (MSMEs) in the digital age;

Referring to United Nations General Assembly Resolution A/RES/71/279 adopted in 2017,
acknowledging the importance of SMEs in achieving Agenda 2030 and its goals - specifically SDG 4:
considerably increasing the number of young people and adults that have the necessary
competences, in particular technical and professional ones, to access employment, decent work and
business, and SDG 8: promote sustained, inclusive and sustainable economic growth, full and
productive employment and decent work for all;

Recalling the Valparaiso Declaration, issued by the 9t Annual Meeting of the APPF, which
reasserted the shared purpose of making the Asia-Pacific in the 21st century a region full of
opportunity, energy and hope for the future;

Considering Resolution APPF25/RES.08 adopted in 2017 in Natadola on promoting sustainable
and inclusive growth in the Asia-Pacific region through the digital economy, Resolution
APPF24/RES.10 adopted in Vancouver on Fostering Innovation and Connectivity, Resolution
APPF23/RES.07 adopted in Quito on Cybersecurity and Right to Privacy, and other APPF
resolutions and commitments on e-commerce;

Recalling the previous APPF resolutions on political and security matters in the Asia-Pacific region,
dealing with peace, security, stability and sustainable development; the 2030 Agenda for
Sustainable Development of the United Nations; and IPU Resolution on “Sustaining peace as a
vehicle for achieving sustainable development” (138th Assembly, Geneva, 2018);

Reaffirming the 1997 Vancouver Declaration, which articulates the commitment of all APPF
Member States to transform the Asia-Pacific region into a cohesive, peaceful, secure, stable, and
prosperous community; and the 2012 New Tokyo Declaration, which promotes the APPF vision of
open and non-exclusive cooperation based on frank and constructive dialogue for peace, stability
and prosperity;

COMBATING TERRORISM AND TRANSNATIONAL CRIME IN THE REGION

(Sponsored by Australia, Cambodia, Mexico and Russian Federation)

We, the parliamentarians of the Asia-Pacific Parliamentary Forum (APPF), gathering in the historic
city of Siem Reap, Kingdom of Cambodia, for the 27th Annual Meeting of APPF under the theme
“Strengthening Parliamentary Partnership for Peace, Security and Sustainable Development”:

Recalling all the previous APPF resolutions on terrorism, organized crime and transnational crime
which involves, inter alia, human trafficking, drug trafficking, money laundering, kidnapping, and
other related criminal activities;

Taking note of the relevant United Nations Security Council Resolutions 1624 (2005) encouraging
the adoption of necessary and appropriate measures to prohibit by law incitement to commit
terrorist acts, 2320 (2016) encouraging cooperation with regional and sub-regional organizations
in the maintenance of peace and security, 2341 (2017) focusing on the need to protect critical
infrastructure against terrorist attack, and 2354 (2017) supporting a comprehensive international
framework on countering of terrorist narratives;

Recognizing the United Nations Convention against Transnational Organized Crime; the Protocol
to Prevent, Suppress and Punish Trafficking in Persons, Especially Women and Children; the
Protocol against the Smuggling of Migrants by Land, Sea and Air; the United Nations Convention
against Corruption; the Convention on International Trade in Endangered Species of Wild Fauna
and Flora; the Single Convention on Narcotic Drugs; the Convention on Psychotropic Substances;
and the United Nations Convention against Illicit Traffic in Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic
Substances;

Reaffirming the commitment of the Asia-Pacific region to the United Nations Global Counter-
Terrorism Strategy adopted on September 8, 2006, through intensified national, regional, and
international efforts for its full, all-round and balanced implementation;

Reiterating that the Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation Forum, in the 2016 Lima Declaration,
strongly condemned terrorism in all its forms and manifestations; and later adopted the 2018-2022
Strategic Plan of the Working Group against Terrorism, which aims to secure an Asia-Pacific region
free from terrorist activities, supporting free trade and investment to ensure regional growth and

prosperity;

Noting with concern the continued growth in transnational crimes, including human and drug
trafficking, illegal wildlife trade, corruption, cybercrime, maritime crime and piracy, which trend
undermines public institutions, destabilizes states, threatens social fabric, and jeopardizes markets
through the sale of counterfeit products and the trafficking of drugs, persons and wildlife;



Cognizant of how the increased complexity of decentralized transnational criminal and terror
networks has decreased the ability of any one state to effectively detect, monitor or counter
criminal activities;

Reiterating that terrorism should not be associated with any religion, nationality, ethnic group or
civilization, and acts of terrorism are unjustifiable regardless of their motivations, whenever,
wherever and by whomsoever committed;

Deeply disturbed by the practices of terrorist groups and those who sponsor them, by the
expansion of the terrorism territory, by the returning of foreign terrorist fighters, by the
misinterpretation and misrepresentation of religion, and by the increasing use of information and
communication technologies to foment, recruit, plan and conduct violent acts;

Emphasizing that international initiatives in combating terrorism and violent extremism leading to
terrorism and broad international coalition to combat global terrorism shall rely on the principles
of the Charter of the United Nations and United Nations Security Council Resolutions and the
fundamental standards of international law, as well as recognition of the central role of states and
their competent authorities in combating terrorism;

Recalling the commitments and cooperation made by APPF Member States to condemn and
combat terrorism in all its forms and manifestations, including, inter alia, cooperation on
implementing the existing legal frameworks and law enforcement mechanisms;

Expressing deep sympathy for the victims of terrorism and organized crime and deep concern for
the growing evidence of links between international terrorism and transnational crime; and

Emphasizing the urgent need to develop effective means to counter terrorist activities globally,
including ways to counter the spread of violent extremist ideology and propaganda, forestall
recruitment, and curtail financing;

RESOLVE TO:

1. Reaffirm our commitment to counter violent extremist ideology and transnational crimes,
particularly those which lead to terrorism in all forms and manifestations, through means such
as the prevention of violent radicalization, financing, recruitment and mobilization of individuals
into terrorist groups and activities;

2. Underscore the necessity of the effective implementation of relevant United Nations Security
Council Resolutions on counter-terrorism and the United Nations Global Counter-Terrorism
Strategy, support for the United Nations Office of Counter-Terrorism and for APPF Member
States to implement their obligations, and take note of the United Nations Secretary-General Plan
of Action to Prevent Violent Extremism;

3. Request Member States to accede to and/or ratify and implement relevant international
instruments on counter-terrorism and combatting of transnational crime, and develop and
implement appropriate and effective legal, regulatory and administrative counter-terrorism
regimes;

4. Call upon Member States to strengthen law enforcement cooperation including the exchange of
information and intelligence, best practices, capacity building and technical assistance programs
so as to counter violent radicalization, prevention, investigation, and prosecution of
transnational crime and acts of terrorism;

Promote inter-parliamentary cooperation among the APPF Member States to pass better and
more sophisticated laws, to actively promote the international counter-terrorism agenda and
political discussion and to effectively combat terrorist activities and transnational crimes
through information sharing and the development of national counter-terrorism capacities;

Call upon Member States to strengthen cooperation and mechanism, including cyber security
strategies, in suppressing the flow of foreign terrorist fighters and prevent the recruitment
operation of terrorist groups including money laundering and financial transactions that fund
the acts of terrorism;

Call upon Member States to continue and enhance cooperative bilateral and multilateral
efforts to combat human and drug trafficking, as well as implement national and international
measures, including the Protocol to Prevent, Suppress and Punish Trafficking in Persons,
Especially Women and Children, supplementing the United Nations Convention Against
Transnational Organized Crime;

Urge Member States to enhance effective collaboration mechanisms and the existing counter-
terrorism coordination to prevent the cross-border movement of terrorists or terrorist groups
and disrupt the linkages between terrorism and transnational organized crime by effective
border and customs control and management, security of travel documents and transport
security arrangements;

Call upon Member States to share best practices and support education and skill training
programs for inmates related to radicalized violent extremist ideology in order to rehabilitate
them before reintegrating into society;

Encourage Member States to promote public awareness and participation including private
sector, communities, civil society organizations, in efforts to counter violent extremism and
terrorism, as well as develop a culture of peace, enhance interfaith dialogues, promote positive
messages and values of moderation including non- violence, mutual respect and understanding;
and

Recommend Member States to consider the alternative of reintegrating former violent actors
as a vehicle for peaceful reconciliation, aiming towards building a more tolerant, peaceful and
prosperous society, thereby strengthening state institutions.

RESOLUTION
ON

STRENTHENING PARLIAMENTARY COOPERATION IN PROMOTING THE
RESPONSIBLE USE OF CYBERSPACE (INFORMATION SPACE) FOR SOCIAL
PROGRESS

(Sponsored by Cambodia and Chile)

We, the parliamentarians of the Asia-Pacific Parliamentary Forum (APPF), gathering in the historic
city of Siem Reap, Kingdom of Cambodia, for the 27t Annual Meeting of APPF under the theme
“Strengthening Parliamentary Partnership for Peace, Security and Sustainable Development”:

Reaffirming the 2016 United Nations General Assembly Resolution A/RES/71/199 on the right to
privacy in the digital age, and the Human Rights Council Resolution 38/7 of July 5, 2018 on the
promotion, protection and enjoyment of human rights on the Internet;

Recalling the 2010 United Nations General Assembly Resolution 65/230 on the importance of a
comprehensive study on cybercrime, and the United Nations General Assembly Resolution 2011/33
on the prevention, protection and international cooperation against the use of new information
technologies to abuse and/or exploit children;

Recalling also the 23rd Annual Meeting of the Asia-Pacific Parliamentary Forum Resolution on
cyber-security and rights to privacy;

Bearing in mind that children’s increased use of information technology can lead to an increasing
exposure to exploitation, violence and child pornography, and remembering in this regard, the
Convention on the Rights of the Child and the Optional Protocol of the Convention on the Rights of
the Child related to the sale of children, child prostitution and child pornography;

Noting that security of and in the use of Information and Communication Technology (ICT),
constituting an important element of national security, requires urgent and indispensable
attention;

Noting with concern the increased use of social media platforms for incorrect and manipulated
news and misinformation which requires on-time and clear responses;

Cognizant of how the increased complexity of cyberspace (sometimes known as information
space) has decreased the ability of any one state or corporation to effectively detect, monitor or
counter cyber-threats;



Acknowledging that the anonymity of communications in cyberspace has been inappropriately
used for illegal and terrorist activities, posing a threat to individuals, communities, corporations
and governments, causing serious damage to property and human lives;

Recognizing the need for APPF Member States to collaborate and exchange best practices in
combatting misinformation and disinformation online, to mitigate their harmful effects;

Concerned with the increased and indiscriminate unlawful surveillance of online communications,
violating the people's right to private life, or the sovereignty and security of the states;

Reasserting that the same rights people have outside the internet must be protected when they are
connected just as established in resolution A/HRC/20/L.131 from June 29, 2012 and
A/HRC/RES/26/132 from June 2014 from the United Nations Commission on Human Rights; and

Aware that the transnational nature of cyberspace requires states to collaborate in addressing the
challenges it poses;

RESOLVE TO:

1. Call on APPF Member States to share best practices and means, including exchange of
information, technical assistance, and enactment of laws and regulations on responsible use of
cyberspace, in formulating and implementing cyber-security strategies;

2. Encourage participation and cooperation among APPF Member States, relevant agencies,
media, educational institutions, private sector, civil society and other stakeholders to formulate
the legal framework and means to appropriately counter cybercrime;

3. Endorse APPF Member States’ cooperation between public and private sectors in cybernetic
security, defined by governments and international organizations, with strategies materialized
in technological and management measures;

4. Recommend APPF Member States exchange information and invest in communication
technologies and human resources, where practicable, to strengthen capacity in this non-
traditional security realm of cyberspace, and to have a coordinated mechanism to enhance
cyber-security and combat cybercrime across the region;

5. Urge regional consensus among APPF Member States to define and classify the behavior of
digital information and crime and legislate as needed to safeguard society from crime, while
strengthening human rights in cyberspace, especially those related to privacy and freedom of
expression;

6. Call on APPF Member States to collaborate in initiating and adopting a set of common and
agreed norms of responsible states’ behavior in cyberspace so as to enhance trust and
confidence in the use of cyberspace to its full potential, bringing about greater economic
prosperity for the entire region; and

7. Recommend APPF Member States put more effort in raising awareness of and promoting
responsible use of cyberspace through various forms of education and digital literacy, either
formal or informal.

RESOLUTION
ON
PEACE ON THE KOREAN PENINSULA

(Sponsored by Japan and the Republic of Korea)

We, the parliamentarians of the Asia-Pacific Parliamentary Forum (APPF), gathering in the historic
city of Siem Reap, Kingdom of Cambodia, for the 27th Annual Meeting of APPF under the theme
“Strengthening Parliamentary Partnership for Peace, Security and Sustainable Development”:

Reconfirming Resolution APPF26/RES.11 titled “Peace on the Korean Peninsula” adopted at the
26t Annual Meeting of the Asia-Pacific Parliamentary Forum in Hanoi, Vietham in January 2018
and other resolutions regarding the Korean Peninsula discussed at the APPF over the years,

Recognising the important positive momentum in the current situation on the Korean Peninsula,
including efforts taken by the Republic of Korea and its partners to ensure a nuclear weapons free
Korean Peninsula and welcoming the Panmunjeom Declaration on April 27, 2018, the US-DPRK
Joint Statement on June 12, 2018, and the Pyongyang Joint Declaration on September 19, 2018 for
the complete denuclearization and establishment of permanent peace regime on the Korean
Peninsula;

Emphasizing the importance of establishing a system of cooperation in the Asia Pacific region and
on an international level to ensure peace and stability of the Korean Peninsula considering that it is
core to achieving peace, stability, and prosperity of not only this region but the world;

Noting the Joint Statement of the Six-Party Talks of September 2005, the United Nations Security
Council resolutions 1695, 1718, 1874, 2087, 2094, 2270, 2321, 2356, 2371, 2375, and 2397, as well
as the resolution “Implementation of the NPT safeguards agreement between the IAEA and the
Democratic People’s Republic of Korea,” adopted in September 2016 during the 62nd IAEA General
Conference;and

Encouraged that meaningful dialogue between two Koreas, and those between the Democratic
People’s Republic of Korea and the international community are a practical way to contribute to the
peace of the Korean Peninsula and the Northeast Asian region.

RESOLVE TO:

1. Reconfirm the importance of a Korean Peninsula free of nuclear weapons;



Call upon all relevant stakeholders, especially the United States, China, Japan, Russia, as well as
the Republic of Korea and the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea, to take efforts to ensure
practical progress for the complete denuclearization in accordance with relevant United Nations
Security Council Resolutions and permanent peace of the Korean Peninsula, including full and
prompt implementation of the Panmunjeom Declaration, the US-DPRK Joint Statement and the
Pyongyang Joint Declaration;

Reaffirm the importance of the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea’s commitment for comp
lete denuclearization and its pledge not to conduct any further nuclear or missile tests and to
abandon all of its nuclear weapons, including enriched uranium, nuclear programs and ballistic
missile programs in a complete, verifiable and irreversible manner;

Respect the Republic of Korea and the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea’s commitment to
continue dialogue for peace on the Korean Peninsula, including inter-Korean summits,
agreement on peaceful resolution of nuclear issues through continued dialogue, and support
for a comprehensive approach and cooperation for the establishment of permanent peace
regime on the Korean Peninsula;

Confirm full support of APPF member states in the efforts to establish a multilateral
framework of discussion on a parliamentary level for peace and prosperity of Northeast Asia;

Call upon the international community to continue to work to achieve the denuclearization of
the Korean Peninsula, including full implementation of the resolutions of the United Nations
Security Council;

Encourage the United Nations Security Council to review the measures against Democratic
People’s Republic of Korea in view of its compliance with the UNSC Resolutions;

Request the international community to fully support and continue to acknowledge and
encourage proactive measures taken to peacefully resolve issues on the Korean Peninsula,
including improving inter-Korea relations;and

Urge the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea to respond to all humanitarian concerns
expressed by the international community in a swift and reliable manner.
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
