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INFORMATION ON STATE ENTERPRISES

BMTA History

In the past, bus services in Bangkok were called “Rot Mae”,
which was presumably called after “Rua Mae/Boat-Bus”. Originally,
transport service was provided by horse-drawn carriages from Yodsae
bridge (Kasat Suk) to Pratunam Sra Pathum, which was first introduced
in 1907 by Phraya Phakdi Noraset ( Lert Setthabutr) . However, the
horse-drawn carriages were not fast and convenient enough to serve
the rising demand of the commuters. Later in 1913, Phraya Phakdi No-
raset modified his business, changing the means of transportation. He
brought Ford motorcars in replacement of the horsedrawn carriages and
expanded the route to Bang Lamphu (Pratu mai Talad Yod).

The business of bus service rapidly expanded when the
government built Phra Phuttha Yodfa Bridge on the occasion of Rattana-
kosin Bicentennial celebration of 150 years (1932) in order to link the
transportation between Phra Nakorn and Thonburi. Later, in 1933 the
operation of the bus service came into being. A wealthy Chinese busi-
nessman foresaw that this would grow into a secure occupation that
would earn high income. He therefore founded Thannanakhon Trans-
port Company Limited to operate a bus line from Bang Lampu market
to Wong Wian Yai. Eventually, more investors came in and numerous
companies were founded. Apart from this , state enterprises and gov-
ernment agency also ran bus route such as Bangkok Municipality, Non-
thaburi Municipality, the Transport Company Limited, Express Transpor-
tation of Thailand, as well as 24 other private companies making the
total 28 at the time.

After World War (|, the government sold many transport trucks
to the private sector, which were modified to become buses for public
transportation. The bus route was identified so as not to overlap with
the tram route and to allow competition. The government promulgated
the Transportation Bill of 1954 in order to control and direct public bus
operators, setting up requlations for permission to operate buses. In the
following period, bus services were operated on some overlapping
routes and competed for passengers. The services were also not of the
same standard. The open competition created traffic congestion be-
cause there were too many buses on the road than necessary. The
negative impact therefore fell on the service consumers, especially
entrepreneurs who had to face to higher expenses because of the rise
in the oil prices in the market from 1973 onwards. The operators were
not able to increase the fare for bus rides to be in correspondence with
the increasing price of gasoline and other expenses. Many companies
faced losses and were not able to provide quality services for the pub-
lic. This was the background which led to the creation of single bus
operating service.

In September 1975, When M.R. Kukrit Pramoj was prime
Minister, a Cabinet resolution combined all bus operators into one enti-
ty called Mahanakhon Transport Company Limited which was a state
enterprise in the form of a “company limited” with the government
holding 51 % share and the private sector holding 49 % share However
the creation of Mahanakhon Transport Company Limited at that time
created certain legal problems in term of creating a bus operating
agency. Later, when M.R. Seni Pramoi became Prime Minister,

a Royal Decree was issued to create a state agency called the Bangkok
Mass Transit Authority on 1 October 1976.

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THE FACTOR THAT MAKES A MAIN EFFECT TO BUSINESS

Internal Factors

1. Buses are not available enough and have poor conditions

from 20-year overusing.
It leads to a number of broken buses waiting to be repaired and causes
the shortage of service in the rush hour which can lose the opportunity
to gain profits continuously. In 2017, the organization has provided 489
NGV buses. The winner of the auction is the SCM-CHO cooperated com-
pany by Cho Thavee Public Company Limited and has signed the con-
tract on 27 December 2017. For other kinds of buses, it is currently on
progress of research to provide a Hybrid bus as a public bus. The re-
search is conducted by the advisor from the Academic Service Center,
Chulalongkorn University, according to the contract No. J. 15/2560 on 28
April 2017.

2. As the office, along with the bus garage and the repair shop,
are not provided enough, it is necessary to rent the locations from state
enterprises or private sectors. The price of the private is increased every
time it has been a new contract, so it is quite expensive.

3. It is due to the operation loss of business and cumulative
debt, because the organization is the public utility of the government
that mainly provides service for people who have low-to-moderate in-
come and the organization have no budget from the beginning, as well
as the government policy that the service standard has to be prominent
but the organization cannot set the proper price for the budget. These
reasons have caused the overpriced fee which does not follow econom-
ic mechanism and realistic environment. The results of loss, therefore,
have been recorded continuously and the cumulative debt has been
piled up as it cannot be repaid by the organization capability.

4. Itis due to the big administration structure of the organiza-
tion. The government service is the complicated beurocratic system and
cannot apply employees in particular field such as accountant, lawyer,
economy, statistical analysis, or technology, because the resolution of
the Cabinet in 1995 declared that Bangkok Mass Transit Authority not
increase office workers after retirement, this makes the organization car-
ry more of the same senile workers. Even the organization have applied
the skilled drivers and conductors to replace the possible position of
the old office workers, the new employees have not yet been qualified
in certification. It leads to the lack of modern sight and attitude as well

as the technological adaptation.

External Factors

1. The inefficient bus routes do not run relatedly to the
changed environment, because the routes in Bangkok and perimeters
are set as a single route which does not connect to the community
expansion, the city civilization, or the road expansion; in contrast, the
bus routes remain the same and have not been adjusted to reality, as
well as the management that emphasizes the orderliness along with
the main focus on entrepreneur’s profits, it causes more complicated
routes of bus. Thus, an additional number of buses has to be provided
which leads to the overlap of buses in the same routes, making more
traffic problem.

2. The environment of the bus route is unfavorable. Due to
the traffic jam, the mass construction, and the tunnel construction, it
causes the lower bus service, the bus shortage, the passenger wait, and
the increasing competition of other transportations such as Rail Trans-
port (electric train) or cheap private cars. This provides other options for
passengers to gain more comfortability and convenience.

3. The other kinds of transportations on the main road over-
lapping the BMTA routes are increasing, such as a mini four-wheeled car,
a minibus, or a black-plated car. These causes the traffic problem, the
passenger insecurity, the long stop of the bus, and the out-of-the-line
stop. Consequently, as the problems have not yet been solved, it makes

the number of the BMTA passengers reduced.
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Industry Situation and Future Prospects

Bus Services for 2017

In fiscal year 2017, there was a total of 584,997 passengers who used the services of BMTA. This can be divided into 192,923
passengers in air-conditioned buses, 124,667 passengers in regular buses and 267,407 passengers in free buses funded from the taxes.
1 . The number of buses totaled 14,127 as follows :

- BMTA buses : 2,671 buses, or 18.91 percent. Of this number, there are 1,543 regular buses, 1,011 air-conditioned buses and
117 PBC  vehicles

- Private joint buses 11,456 buses, or 81.09 percent. Of this number, there are 3,444 big buses
(24.38 percent), 937 minibuses (6.63 percent), 2,125 shuttles in sois (15.04 percent), 4,824 air-conditioned microbuses (34.15 percent) and
126 Suvarnnabhumi Airport connection microbuses (0.89 percent).

Buses in each category will have difference services. Which BMTA have to policy regulatory and

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2. The total number of routes including all types of buses is 460 routes, as follows .

- 118 routes for BMTA buses
- 94 routes for private joint buses

- 101 routes for shuttles in sois

- 139 routes for passenger microbuses (including CNG microbuses)

- 8 routes for Suvarnnabhumi Airport connection microbuses

When considering the proportion of passenger bus route types in the Bangkok area, it is found that air-conditioned microbuses take the

highest share (30.22 percent), followed by BMTA buses (25.65 percent).

Currently, the government sector’s policy is the conserve energy and fuel, as well as to decrease pollution. The natural gas vehicle

Service provision Potential and Future Plan/Project

In large cities, the public usually travel by public transportation,
especially public buses because of its expansive routes across the entire
Bangkok area and its vicinity. The routes are also connected to other
modes of transportation, such as the subway (MRT), BTS, airport link and
taxi motorcycle taxi. However, at present, there remain certain issues
with regard to service, such as the competition for passengers, speeding,

idling at bus stops for too long a time, traffic congestion and worn-out

buses using diesel oil with over 20 years, service, causing air pollution.

To solve these problems in the publics bus system, the
Ministry of Transportation takes it as a policy to encourage BMTA to use
electric buses and install GPS and common e-ticketing on public buses
to gather data and link the data with the control center for the most
effective management for the development of the service and for better
quality services. The organization s development plans projects are
detailed as follows.

Service provision Potential and Future Plan/Project

1. NGV Bus Procurement (489 buses)
The BMTA signed the contract with SCN-CHO, Cho
Thavee Public Company Limited, and Scan Inter Public Company
Limited on 27 December 2017 to attain 489 buses within 180 days from
the following day of signing contract. The delivery schedule will be
handled in four periods:
Period 1: within 90 days (27 Mar 17) 100 buses
Period 2: within 120 days (26 Apr 17) 100 buses
Period 3: within 150 days (26 May 17) 100 buses
Period 4: within 180 days (25 Jun 17) 189 buses
2. Procurement of 35 Electric Vehicles (EV) and Charging Station
PTT Energy Solutions Company Limited analyzes the financial
worthiness of each type of bus operation. It could be concluded that
the use of electric vehicles (EV) had the lowest financial worthiness. As
a result, 35 buses are attained for the trial. Currently, the draft of scope
and details of specifications and cost estimate of EV is under the pro-
cess.
3. GPS Installation
The BMA signed the agreement with Zulex International
Company on 22 September 2016 to install the GPS and the camera in
2,210 buses. The party finished installing GPS and camera on all buses
in August 2017.
4. E-Ticket Installation and Implementation
The BMTA has rented E-ticket system and equipment for
2,600 buses from Cho Thavee Public Company Limited. The
installation will be completed in June 2018.
5. Development and Provision of Parking Depot, Office, and Garage and
facilities for the passengers to minimize the expense of private garage
rental fee. With this reason, the BMTA requests for the budget for con-
struction or reconstruction the garage in the area of the leverage gov-
ernment or private agency.
Six depots operating in 2014 (Phra Pradaeng Depot,
Phra Pradaeng Depot under Expressway, Nakhon In Depot, Puchao
Saming Phrai Depot, Kalpapruek Depot, and Boromarajonani Depot)
- Four completed depots (Phra Pradaeng Depot, Phra Pra-
daeng Depot under Expressway, Nakhon In Depot, and Puchao Saming
Phrai Depot)

- Two under construction depots (Kalpapruek Depot and
Boromarajonani Depot) Six depots operating in 2015-2016
- Four completed depots (Bang Bua Thong Depot, Ramindra
Expressway Deport, Megabangna Depot, and Kamphaeng Phet 2 Depot)
- One under construction depot (Bang Pli Depot)
- One under the recruitment of new contractor
(Bang Pli Expressway - Suksawas Depot)
6. Provision of 2,153 buses
The BMTA is considering to use diesel-hybrid buses for the remaining
routes instead of NGV buses because of its financial worthiness that is
in the second rank, just behind the NGV that has limitations on the
readiness of NGV station. Additionally , diesel-hybrid is more environ-
ment-friendly than NGV. Advantage of renting is the compromise of the
bus which become the reason of renting to support the 400 buses that
may be affected from the change of route. In addition, the BMTA
considers that all 300 renting NGV buses should be air-conditioned
buses as the cost does not different from the  non-air conditioned
bus. The implementation of rail system should be standardized as
follows.
Rent 400 hybrid buses
Rent 300 NGV buses
Purchase 1,453 hybrid buses
The BMTA appoints the committee to draft the scope of
work and determine the specification of 1,453 hybrid buses in order to
set the draft of TOR, hybrid bus procurement, and the cost estimate.
Cooperation with Private Sector
Development of business area
At present, the BMTA holds many parking depots, both with
ownership and rent from government or private sector. In particular,
some the parking depots of the BMTA, such as Min Buri Depot and Bang
Khaen Depot, are located in the prosperous area where the public
easily access and are surrounded with high business value sites such as
educational institute, department store, and employment sources,
which leads to value-added in business and results in the increasing
income of the BMTA.

Plans and Projects
1. NGV Bus Procurement (489 buses)

The BMTA signed the contract with SCN-CHO, Cho Thavee
Public Company Limited, and Scan Inter Public Company Limited on
27 December 2017 to attain 489 buses within 180 days from the fol-
lowing day of signing contract. The delivery schedule will be handled
in four periods:

Period 1: within 90 days (27 Mar 17) 100 buses

Period 2: within 120 days (26 Apr 17) 100 buses

Period 3: within 150 days (26 May 17) 100 buses

Period 4: within 180 days (25 Jun 17) 189 buses
2. Procurement of 35 Electric Vehicles (EV) and Charging Station

PTT Energy Solutions Company Limited analyzes the finan-
cial worthiness of each type of bus operation. It could be concluded
that the use of electric vehicles (EV) had the lowest financial worthi-
ness. As a result, 35 buses are attained for the trial.

Currently, the draft of scope and details of specifi-
cations and cost estimate of EV is under the process.
3. GPS Installation

The BMA signed the agreement with Zulex International
Company on 22 September 2016 to install the GPS and the camera in
2,210 buses. The party finished installing GPS and camera on all buses
in August 2017.

4. E-Ticket Installation and Implementation

The BMTA has rented E-ticket system and equipment for

2,600 buses from Cho Thavee Public Company Limited. The installa-
tion will be completed in June 2018.
5. Development and Provision of Parking Depot, Office, and Garage and
facilities for the passengers to minimize the expense of private garage
rental fee. With this reason, the BMTA requests for the budget for con-
struction or reconstruction the garage in the area of the leverage gov-
ernment or private agency.

Six depots operating in 2014 (Phra Pradaeng Depot, Phra Pra-
daeng Depot under Expressway, Nakhon In Depot, Puchao Saming
Phrai Depot, Kalpapruek Depot, and Boromarajonani Depot)

- Four completed depots (Phra Pradaeng Depot, Phra Pra-
daeng Depot under Expressway, Nakhon In Depot, and Puchao Saming
Phrai Depot)

- Two under construction depots (Kalpapruek Depot and
Boromarajonani Depot)

Six depots operating in 2015-2016

- Four completed depots (Bang Bua Thong Depot, Ramindra
Expressway Deport, Megabangna Depot, and Kamphaeng Phet 2
Depot)

- One under construction depot (Bang Pli Depot)

- One under the recruitment of new contractor (Bang Pl
Expressway - Suksawas Depot)

6. Provision of 2,153 buses

The BMTA is considering to use diesel-hybrid buses for the
remaining routes instead of NGV buses because of its financial
worthiness that is in the second rank, just behind the NGV that has
limitations on the readiness of NGV station.

Additionally, diesel-hybrid is more environment-friendly
than NGV. Advantage of renting is the compromise of the bus which
become the reason of renting to support the 400 buses that may be
affected from the change of route. In addition, the BMTA considers
that all 300 renting NGV buses should be air-conditioned buses as the
cost does not different from the non-air conditioned bus. The
implementation of rail system should be standardized as follows.

Rent 400 hybrid buses

Rent 300 NGV buses

Purchase 1,453 hybrid buses

The BMTA appoints the committee to draft the scope of
work and determine the specification of 1,453 hybrid buses in order to
set the draft of TOR, hybrid bus procurement, and the cost estimate.
Cooperation with Private Sector

Development of business area

At present, the BMTA holds many parking depots, both with
ownership and rent from government or private sector. In particular,
some the parking depots of the BMTA, such as Min Buri Depot and
Bang Khaen Depot, are located in the prosperous area where the pub-
lic easily access and are surrounded with high business value sites
such as educational institute, department store, and employment
sources, which leads to value-added in business and results in the in-

creasing income of the BMTA.
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Outcome of operations for fiscal year 2017

In fiscal year 2015, BMTA provided bus services for the public, both BMTA - operated buses and private joint buses. As of 30 September 2017,

the services included a total of 14,127 buses, as follows :

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1. Analysis Result of Bus Operation, Fiscal year 2017
Comparing with Goals

Service In the fiscal year, 2017, the BMTA serviced 2,600
buses per day at the average, accounted for 95% of in-charge buses.
Comparing to the goal, the buses operated higher than the goal at 23
buses, accounting for 0.91% due to the acceleration of bus repair for
higher capacity. Moreover, the rounds and total distance were higher
than expectation, 4.65 and 3.23% respectively as the rotation of both
regular and air conditioned buses in the afternoon shift was higher
than the expectation. In addition, there was the arrangement for the
Shuttle Bus (regular) to service around Rattanakosin Island for the
public to pay the respect to the body of the late King Bhumibol,
combined with the rent of 15 air conditioned buses connecting to
MRT Tao Pun-Bang Sue Station. Regarding the fuel use, it was lower
than the expectation at 4.41% although the total distance was higher
than the expectation. This was because the efficiency of the use of
fuel and gas was higher than the expectation at 7.68 and 1.00%  re-

spectively due to the higher total distance of the gas buses.

Earnings The overview of passenger fee was 8.539 million
baht per day at the average, which was lower than the expectation
(based on the budget) at 1.814 million baht, accounting for 17.52%
because the BMTA provided free service of regular buses for the
public to pay the respect to the body of the late King Bhumibol
around Rattanakosin Island (during Oct 2016-Sep 2017) and rented
out 15 air conditioned buses connecting to MRT Tao Pun-Bang Sue
Station (the rent 14,000 baht/bus/day from Aug 2016 - 12 Aug 2017).

2. Analysis Result of Bus Operation, Comparing Fiscal
year 2017 to 2016

Service Comparing with fiscal year 2016, the number of
operating buses per day decreased at 16 days, accounting for 0.59
due to the increase of discharged buses. Moreover, the number of
rounds and total distance increased 3.36 and 2.00% respectively
since the afternoon shift rotation was higher than the past year, both
regular and air conditioned buses. In addition, there was the arrange-
ment for the Shuttle Bus (regular) to service around Rattanakosin Is-
land for the public to pay the respect to the body of the late King
Bhumibol, combined with the rent of 15 air conditioned buses con-

necting to MRT Tao Pun-Bang Sue Station. Regarding the fuel and gas

use, it reduced 0.09 and 3.53% though the total distance
)
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increased. This was because the efficiency of fuel and gas utilization

that was higher than the past year.

Earnings The daily average earnings decreased from the
fiscal year 2016 for 0.537 million baht, accounting for 5.91% because
the BMTA provided the free service of regular buses for the public to
pay the respect to the body of the late King Bhumibol around Rattana-
kosin Island (during Oct 2016-Sep 2017) and rented out 15 air condi-
tioned buses connecting to MRT Tao Pun-Bang Sue Station (the rent
14,000 baht/bus/day from Aug 2016 - 12 Aug 2017).

3. Analysis Result of Bus Operation, Comparing Fiscal
year 2017 to 2015
Service Comparing the fiscal year 2017 to 2016, the number

of operating buses decreased because of the discharge so the daily
average buses decreased 41 buses, accounting for 1.54%. The number
of rounds and total distance increased at 1.59 and 0.75% due to the
higher afternoon shift rotation than the fiscal year 2015, both regular
and air conditioned buses. In addition, there was the arrangement for
the Shuttle Bus (regular) to service around Rattanakosin Island for the
public to pay the respect to the body of the late King Bhumibol,
combined with the rent of 15 air conditioned buses connecting to MRT
Tao Pun-Bang Sue Station. Regarding the fuel use, it varied to the de-
creasing distance while the use of gas decreased 0.34% though the
total distance increased. This was because the efficiency of the gas use

(km./kg.) was higher than the fiscal year 2015, accounting for 4.56%.

Earnings The daily average earnings decreased 0.747 mil-
lion baht, accounting for 8.05% because the BMTA provided the free
service of regular buses for the public to pay the respect to the body
of the late King Bhumibol around Rattanakosin Island (during Oct 2016-
Sep 2017) and rented out 15 air conditioned buses connecting to MRT
Tao Pun-Bang Sue Station (the rent 14,000 baht/bus/day from Aug
2016 - 12 Aug 2017).

Remark The service mentioned above includes the 800 free

service buses.
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Actual comparison with the target, fiscal year 2016 and budget 2015
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Financial Analysis

1. Revenue from main income is from fares, which is
decreasing. This is due to the fact that the BMTA has terminated the
use of some old, unusable busses, and only 2,704 buses are
currently in use. At the same time, the number of buses under re-
pair is increasing constantly.

2. Increasing expense mainly due to the increased
benefits for employees, raising salary rate, including financial cost
from long-term loan interest payable.

3. Continued operating loss, resulting in lack of financial
liquidity due to liability
higher than equity. In fiscal year 2017, the BMTA had 4,916.80 million
baht net loss which caused the equity to become minus 98,971.78
million baht and EBITDA to become 1,882.79 million baht as loss.

4. Financial ratio

4.1Total expense/total revenue ratio is 1.61 : 1 due
to revenue being much lower than expense. This is caused by fare
rate charge being lower than cost, The number of customers is de-
creasing because of the public transportation system growth, while

the expense is stable.

4.2 The personnel expense/total expense is 42.38 which
is very high. This is due to the fact that the number of employees
per bus ratio which is 4.74 employees per 1 bus (average employees
12,819, the number of buses 2,704) is higher than the international
average ratio which is 3.50 employees per 1 bus, or 35, causing the
low efficiency in personal management when compared with the
same type of business in other countries.

4.3 Interest paid/total is 35.62 The lack of

financial liquidity causes the BMTA to get loan to pay for the gasoline

revenue

cost and repair.

4.4 Financial liquidity : The current ratio is 0.21:1 which is
very low, This reflects the BMTA’s low capability in paying short-term
debt, having current assets only 0.21 baht to pay for every 1 baht of
current liability.

4.5 Protability ratio, having net profit margin of -70.43
which is net profit per net sale, showing that the BMTA has no profit
with high deficit.
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Risk Management of Bangkok Mass Transit Authority (BMTA), Fiscal Year 2018

Bangkok Mass Transit Authority (BMTA) performs risk ~ man-
agement systematically as a management tool to add value to the
organization and stakeholders continuously and ustainably. The de-
velopment of risk management based on Enterprise Risk ~ Man-
agement Integrated Framework of The Committee of Sponsoring
Organizations of the Treadway Commission (COSO) and the guideline
for risk management is applied to the entire organization inclusively.
The objectives of risk management are determined in two levels:
entity-level objectives and  activity-level objectives, to standardize
the risk management procedure , set activities to control, manage,
and monitor the  operation, as well as evaluate the performance to
define the problems, barriers, impacts, and solution to ensure that
the risk management responds to the defined risk.

Board of Director of the BMTA appoints the directors and
top management as the Risk Management Sub-Committee to be
responsible for risk analysis and evaluation, performing any operation
relating to the risk management policy, and setting risk management
plan and procedure systematically.

Risk Management Results, Fiscal Year 2018

The BMTA performs risk management on the 18 risk issues.
In overall, 80% of performance was successful which was acceptable
by the organization. Risk issues are classified into four following
respects.

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Internal Control

Bangkok Mass Transit Authority (BMTA) is well aware of the
significance of internal control system. BMTA is engaged in internal
control operation in accordance with the regulations of State
Audit Office of the Auditor General on

Control Standardization B.E. 2544. The Commission of Internal

Commission Internal

Control  Audit and Evaluation, consisting of Deputy Director of
Management as the Chairman, Deputy Director of Bus Operation,
Assistant Director of Private Joint Bus Operation, chief executives,
Director of Bus Operation area 1-8, and the office directors as
director. Director of Office of Risk Management and  Internal Control
is the director and secretary. The committee supervises, monitors,
and evaluates the performance of internal control, as well as
advises, suggests, and set preventive measure or solution to minimize
constraints on internal control.

In 2017, the BMTA performed in accordance with the

regulations of State Audit Commission Office of the Auditor General

on Internal Control Standardization B.E. 2544 under the internal control

components: environment of control, risk management, control

activities, information and communication, and evaluation. The
sub-agencies were assigned to perform Control Self-Assessment (CSA)
so the personnel take part in internal control. In addition, the
executives were able to assess the operation of agency, recognize
the weakness/fault, and determine the preventive measure and
solution. The quarterly internal control monitoring and  evaluation of
the sub-agencies emphasized on the operation in consistent with flow
chart, rules and regulations, and relevant orders. The operations were
performed systematically by educating staff of all levels continually to
ensure the sufficiency and efficiency of internal control system of the
BMTA in order to achieve goals and objectives, as well as minimize risk

and possible faults.
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The internal auditing procedure of the Audit

The internal auditing procedure of the Audit
Department was conducted according to the International
Standard for the Professional Practice of Internal Auditing and the
Ministry of Finance’s Handbook for Internal Audit of State Enterprises
B.E. 2555. Its role was to assist the Auditing Committee to systematically
follow up and supervise the risk management, the effectiveness of the
internalcontrol system, the corporate governance and the implemen-
tation of plans and policies of the organization. The Audit Department
acted as a mechanism assuring the executives by providing independent
and unbiased auditing and consultation so that the organization could
achieve its objectives and efficiently and effectively.
In 2017 the Audit Department followed the framework in
conducting the internal audit of state enterprises as below:
Qualications of Internal Auditors
The internal auditor as stated in the organization’s
standard qualifications must have at least a bachelor degree. The
Audit Department encourages its internal auditors to acquire knowledge
and skills and develop various capabilities according to the assigned
responsibilities. This is to enhance them to work with expertise and
appropriate prudence according to the professional standard and code
of conduct of internal auditing by stipulating that an internal auditor
must continuously develop his/her knowledge and competency and
receive training not less than 40 hours per person per year.
The Structure of Internal Audit Unit
The Audit Department was able to work independently. It
had to report its auditing to the Audit Committee and the Director. It
also created the Audit Department’s Charter which clearly defined its
roles and responsibilities and was disseminated to employees in the
organization for their acknowledgement. Besides, the internal auditor
also revealed his/her confict of interest before conducting the auditing
every time.
Relationship to the Executive Department
The Audit Department held a consultation concerning the
planning of auditing with the high ranking executives and theadministra-
tors of the audited units. The procedure for internal control improve-

ment suggested in the report was carried out by the dministrator of the

concerned audited unit.

Tasks and Responsibilities of the Audit Department
The internal audit/inspection work covered the completion
and reliability of financial data, the organization’s practice according to
the related law, regulations, policies and orders. It also covered the
work system which had significant effects on the operation, the report
on appropriateness of assets maintenance as well as the evaluation for
the effective and efficient use of the organization’s resources. The Audit
Department adhered to the importance of the internal control system
of COSO. Every time when conducting the auditing, the control environ-
ment evaluation, risk evaluation, control activities, information and
communication and work follow-up and evaluation were carried out.
Operation and Report
The Audit Department vetted the strategic audit plan, annu-
al audit plan and detailed audit plan. It also considered the possible
risks affecting the unit and organization’s objectives. The risk factors
from the Risk Management and Internal Control Department were incor-
porated with the risk factors prescribed by the Audit Department in or-
der to categorize the risk priority in formulating the audit plan for the
effectiveness and efficiency of the organization. The result of the im-
provement according to suggestions/advices based on the auditing was
followed up. A summary report on the improvement of the audited unit
was made quarterly and annually and then presented to the Bangkok
Mass Transit Authority Director and the Audit Committee.
The Maintenance of Internal Auditors” Work Quality
The Audit Department produced a handbook for conducting
the internal auditing in order to provide appropriate and standard work
guidelines for internal auditors. The audit quality was evaluated by the
audited unit after the auditing. The internal auditors also conducted
their own self-evaluation annually and analyzed the evaluation result in

order to improve their work effectiveness.
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Implementation of Actions on Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR)

Bangkok Mass Transit Authority (BMTA) prioritizes the implementation of projects that express the responsibility to the society,
community, and environment by setting up the annual action plan to promote Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) continuously. Staff are en-
couraged to participate in the projects to have consciousness of social responsibility, both in-house and outside the organization, coupled with
sustainable implementation. The objectives are to eradicate environmental problems and improve the standard of living of the society in order to
strengthen understanding amongst youth on the safe use of buses, and the utilization of the Sufficiency Economy Philosophy in business plan to
minimize the costs for the public.

For the fiscal year 2017, the BMTA has formulated a total of four plans/projects under the CSR Action Plans as follows.

Students Safety with the BMTA Service Project
The BMTA organizes the activities and exhibitions in educational institutions in Bus Operation Zone 1-8 aiming to construct knowledge

and understanding of the safe and due use of BMTA services to the juveniles, thus, they are able to apply the knowledge to their routine to prevent

accident from using the bus service.

Transport Bus for the Tribute to His Majesty The Late King
The BMTA arranges the buses to transport the public to pay their respects to the body of the late King Bhumibol to facilitate the

transportation. Free shuttle buses service from the designated parking areas to the Grand Palace during the time of final tribute and farewell to
His Majesty The Late King.
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GPS for Convenient Transportation
The BMTA implements and install the Global Positioning System or GPS in the buses to develop the operation efficiency such as the

control, monitoring, and evaluation of driving behavior of the drivers. The service users can check and track the location of the buses, as well as

its estimate arrival time via the smart screen bus stop, to plan and safe time for traveling.

Less Paper for Environment Campaign
The BMTA campaigns to reduce the use of paper in office for environment-friendly and encouraging officer staff to use less paper or

use it for the highest benefits. It helps to reduce paper making that cutting lots of tree is required, and minimize the energy and greenhouse

gas emission caused by the paper making process.

Promotion of Good Corporate Governance

1. Principles and Reasons

The Sub-Committee on Promotion of Good Corporate Gov-
ernance (CG) was established by the Bangkok Mass Transit Authority
according to the resolution of the meeting of the Committee to
Administer the Organization’s Operations 110/2557 on 14th August
20141 to support the organization in identifying the criteria and
approaches that are most effective for the organization according to
the principles of good corporate and to customize these approaches
for the Committee’s operations. The executives and staff would have
a more concrete understanding of the approach which will make the
organization manage issues in a more effective, transparent, veriable
manner and able to provide confidence to all stakeholders through
providing information to all and promote a good organization culture.
The Charter of the Sub-Committee on Promotion of Good Corporate
Governance identify the scope of work, responsibility, and good
implementation approaches which will be used as the work standard
and to build confidence and respectability for all sides to be able to
work and achieve the goals of the organization.
2. Objectives

The Sub-Committee on Promotion of Good Corporate

Governance was set up to promote good governance, transparency
and accountability under clear international standards. It will help
elevate the potential of the organization in term of competitiveness,
prevention of conict of interests which may occur and to provide the
organization with a mechanism to be responsible for the outcome of
its work and have enough effective output, as well as treat stakehold-

ers with equality.

3. Composition of The Sub-Committee
3.1 The Bangkok Mass Transit Authority Executive Board has
the authority to appoint the Chairman of the Sub-Committee and mem-
bers of The Sub-Committee on Promotion of Good Corporate Gover-
nance
3.2 The Sub-Committee and members of the Sub-Committee
on Promotion of Good Corporate Governance is composed of
3.2.1 a Chairman appointed by the Executive Board and
members from the senior management, representative of the labor
union (one person), and possibly one eminent person and expert from
an external agency, totaling not less than ten person
3.2.2 the Sub-Committee must devote its time and skill
and use its own prerogative to further the objectives of the organization

3.3 the senior management responsible for promotion of
good administration will act as secretariat of the Sub-Committee
4. Term of office
4.1 The chairman of the Sub-Committee will hold office
Maccording to the duration that he or she is on the Executive Board.
Members of the Sub-Committee may be reappointed after their term of
office has ended.
4.2 Members of the Sub-Committee will end the term of of-
fice when
(1) their membership of the Executive Board ends
(2) the Executive Board determines the end of their
membership
(3) lack the credential to be a member of the Sub-Com
mittee or has prohibited characteristics according to
Article 5 of the charter
(4) resigns
(5) in case of death If the Chairman of the Sub-Committee

terminates his position before the end of the term,

a new Chairman will be appointed.




5. Qualifications

Members of the Sub-Committee must be members of the
Executive Board, or members of the Executive management,repre-
sentatives of labor union or an eminent person with leadership skills,
vision, independence, and must be able to devote time to support
the effectivness of the administration of the organization. They must
be knowledgeable in the rules, regulations and laws relateds to the
work and be hoest in working to achieve the objectives with integrity
for the highest benefit of the organization.

6. Role and Responsibllities

6.1 Study and draft the policy for good corporate gover-
nance that is suitable to the organization under the frameworks of
the law, Cabinet’ s resolutions, good governance, and related rules
and regulations that the organization is currently tasked to oversee,
such as the State Enterprise Policy Office, Ministry of Finance, Ministry
of Transport and concerned as well as the approach in overseeing
management under international standards.

6.2 Present a draft corporate governance policy to the
Executive Board for consideration and approval for implementation
in management policy. The draft policy is to be presented in written
form.

6.3 Oversee and provide advice to the executives of the
organization in carry out their work and responsibilities underthe pol-
icies fpr effective and continuous management.

6.4 Work on improving the policy at least once a year for a
more up-to-date policy in accordance wis, laws, rules and regulations
and  regulations and related advice from agencies

6.5 Follow-up and evaluate the performance of theexec-
utives according to good management principles identified under the
policy, at the end of every calendar year.

6.6 Prepare a report to evaluate good management
approaches on an annual basis, report the findings to the Executive
Board and transmit opinions and recommendations as appropriate.

6.7 Recommend approaches relateds to morals and ethics
in the duties of the committee members, executives and staff of the
organization.

6.8 Appoint a working group to support the Sub-Commit-

tee as needed.
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7. Meetings and Meeting Agenda

7.1 The Sub-Committee must hold meetings at least once
every three months.

7.2 In each meetings the members of the Sub-Committee
must attent to a total of over one half in order to reach the quorum.

7.3 In the case that the Chairman is not in the meeting or
cannot perform function, the Sub-Committee can elect one member to
act as Chairman.

7.4 The decision of the Sub-Committee will be final when the
majority votes in favor. One member has one vote and if the votes are
of an equal number, the Chairman can cast one additional vote to final-
ize the decision.

7.5 The meetings may invite an external agency to provide
additional information as necessary and appropriate.

7.6 The agenda of the meetings will be provided in written
form in advance and sent to the Chairman and the Sub-Committee
members three days in advance.

8. Remuneration

The Remuneration for partcipation in the meetings will be
according to the criteria and guidelines set by the Cabinet.
9. Reporting

9.1 Reporting on the outcome of the the work of the
Sub-Committee to the Executive Board will be submitted to the
Executive Board every three months and will include recommenda-
tions appropriate to the issues at hand.

9.2 The information provided in the report will be included in

the Annual Report of the organization.

Bangkok Mass Transit Authority is a state enterprise providing public utility, supporting operations of the Entity in establishing rules

It causes no problems to the government and has transparency and integrity in
every work process, so it can be audited according to related procedures, rules, regulations and laws.

2. Promoting ethical and fair human resource management process for employees at all levels.

Personnel at all levels are valuable resources and play a crucial role in bringing success to the organization with sustainable
development. It is necessary to manage human resources fairly and ethically according to principles of human rights with recognition of employ-
ees’ need to construct morale in working, so they are ready to be promoted as management employees in the future.

Engagement of employees is vital to unify ideology in developing services for people to use clean,
safe and convenient services from polite employees. With this practice, employees will emphasize safety in life and property of service users
and others on road, be responsible for society, be aware of environmental condition maintenance by reducing air/ noise pollution as well as
environment in communities in which BMTA uses for operation especially wastewater and contaminated water from vehicle parking spaces.

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Regulations of the Bangkok Mass Transit Authority On Conflict of Interest Year 2010 (B.E. 2553)

By the virtue of thr Section 26 (2) Of the Royal Decree Establishing the Bangkok Mass Transit Authority Year 1976 (B.E. 2519) and in order to
follow the Royal Decree on Rules and Procedures for Good Governance Year 2003 (B.E.2546) which issues according to the Section 3/1 of the State
Administration Act (Issue No.5) Year 2002 (B.E.2545), therefore, the Bangkok Mass Transit Authority has established the Regulations on Conflict of In-
terest, stupulating the rules and procedures to promote the organixation’s good corporate governance, as well as for greater clarity, expediency,
justice, anti-corruption and prevent vested interest of its personnel, as follows :

ltem 1 This regulations is called “Regulations of the Bangkok Mass Transit Authority on Conflict of interest Year 2010 (B.E. 2553)”

[tem 2 In this regulation

“the organization” means the Bangkok Mass Transit Authority.

“officer” means personnel of the Bangkok Mass Transit Authority both in the executive management position and not in such position and
including the employee of the Bangkok Mass Transit Authority.

“the conflict of interest or the overlapping interest between personal benefit and the benefit of the Bangkok Mass Transit Authority” means
using one’s own position both directly and indirectly for the interest of oneself, spouse, relative, partisan or others, including any acts with the orga-
nization or on behalf of the organization or affecting the organization’s activity which can bring good or bad benefit from such act and are in conflict
or affecting the organization’s interest.

“person in the family” means spouse, son, daughter, mother, father, brother and sister of full blood, or of half blood

“ralative” means parent, descendant, brother and sister of full blood, or of half blood, uncle, aunt, spouse, parent or descendant of
spouse, adopted child or child adopter.

“partisan” means relative, friend

“benefit” means money, property or other benefits given to each other by choice, and it is to include money, property or other benefits
as a prize, voluntarily given or as assistance, as acts of kindness, special benefits not for normal persons, such as for discounts, special services or
entertainment, training, travel or tourism expenses, accommodation and food, vouchers, tickets or other evidences, pre-payment or reimbursement.

“other benefits” means something which is worthy such as discount, receiving entertainment, receiving service, receiving training or other
things in this category.

“tradition” means festival or special occasion in which present will be given to each other. It also includes occasion for congratulations,
gratitude, welcoming, condolences or giving assistance according to the traditional practive in the society.

ltem 3 Any act or situation in the following cases is considered as a conflict of interest :

(1) To use the Bangkok Mass Transit Authority’s information in acquiring interest for oneself or for others.
(2) To be in the position of managing director, manager or essential shareholder in the business that is a contract partner with
the Bangkok Mass Transit Authority or the business that is a rival against the Bangkok Mass Transit Authority, except being as a managing director,

manager or other executive positons assigned in written from by the Bangkok Mass Transit Authority.
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(3) To have member of the family in the position of managing director, manager or major shareholder in the business that is a

contract partner with the Bangkok Mass Transit Authority.
ltem 4 Receive or giving a gift a gift in the following cases is considered as a conflict of interest :

(1) To receive a gift which is not for usual or traditional occasion or worth more than three thousand baht from person who is
not a relative or member of the family. In case that it is necessary to receive such gift for goodwill or maintaining a good ralationship, the receiver
must notify the fact in the report form for conflict of interest (Attachment 1) to his/her superior as soon as possible. The superior will judge wheth-
er it is appropriate to receive such gift as a personal gift. If the superior judges that it is not appropriate, that gift must be handed to the Bangkok
Mass Transit Authority.

(2) To consent or agree that a member of the family receive a gift worth more than three thousand baht from subordinate or
work related person for the interest of the giver. In case that a family member of the officer has already received such gift, and the officer knows
that later, it should be proceeded according to item (4) or item 7 as the case may be.

(3) To give a gift worth more than three thousand baht to the superior or the superior’s family member : It is possible to receive
or give a gift as per item (1) to (3) if it is considered as a traditional gift and worth less than three thousand baht.

(4) Any employee acts in terms of conflict of interest --- such employee must reveal the fact as soon as possible to his/her
superior up to the director respectively as per the report form for conflict of interest (Attachment 1). That employee must also resign from a com-
mittee member or refrain from any activity involved.

[tem 5 Concerning the conflict of interest, an officer should conduct himself as follows :

(1) To insoect and solve the conflict of interest problem which may occur between an officer and the organization, and to

oversee the use of the organization,s property correctly and mainly for the benefit of the organization.
2) To perform duty for the must interest of the organization, not seeking for personal interest.
3) Do not use or alllow other to use one’s own position directly or intirectly for seeking the interest from the organization.

4) To keep secrets of customer and the organization, do not ise such secret for the benefit of oneself or others.

6) To reveal one’s own interest in any organization or any legal deed which will be in conflict with the organization’s interest.

(5) Do not allow personal interest or interest of related person in conflict with the organization’s interest.
(6)
(7) Do not work, take any action, directly or indirectly, in every government’s project for personal or co-worker’s interest more
than the interest of people who use bus service and the person particpating in the project according to the government’s policy.

(8) Do not take any action, directly or indirectly, on purchasing process, procurement, contract for service which will be conflict
of interest.

(9) To openly provide correct, direct and full information to trading partner or customer and give a chance to trading partner
or customer equally.

(10) To listen to any work-related opinion, suggestion which trading partner or customer complains or suggests in order to im-

prove of correct it.
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[tem 6 The superior must not not appoint or assign a person who may have have conflict of interest to be a member of committee
working group or to consider, give an opinion or have a mandate in that matter.

Item 7 Every director and employee has to make a report for conflict of interest (Attachment 1) in December annually, or when having
been appointed in new position or a conflict of interest case occurred during the year. The director’s report must be oresented to the Executive
Board of the Bangkok Mass Transit Authority. The employee’s report must be presented to the superior up to the director respectively, and the
deputy director/ bireau director/zone director must keep the said report for 2 years at least.

ltem 8 To use the report form for conflict of interest case, should proceed as follows :

(1) Every employee must individually report any conflict of interest as per the report form for conflict of interest
(Attachment 1)

(2) Deputy director/ bureau director/ zone director must make a conflict of interest summary report of every
employee in the chain of command as per the report form for conflict of interest. For employee under the director, the said summary report
must be presented to the director.

ltem 9 In case that any problem occurred concerning the practice according to this regulation, the director will give a judgment and

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Audit Committee’s Report

The Committee to Inspect State Enterprises for the Bangkok
Mass Transit Authority comprises tree eminent persons with experiences
in finance, law and organizational management, namely Miss.Suttirat
Rattanachot, Committee Chair, Lt.Gen.Varah Boonyasit and Assoc.Prof.
Khanit Wattanawichian being Committee members, with Director of
Audit Department acting as secretary. Their tasks are to inspect opera-
tions as assigned by the Board of Directors, according to the Ministry of
Finance Regulation on the Committee to Inspect State Enterprises of
B.E. 2555, the Handbook for Internal Control of State Enterprises, Minis-
try of Finance and the Charter of the Committee. The Committee’s
policy focuses on implementing good governance activities and an
effective internal auditing/inspection system. In fiscal year 2017, the
Committee held five meetings in consultation with the executives, inter-
nal auditors and a certified accountant on related issues. Summary is as
follows :

1. Verification of Financial Reports

The Audit Committee has conducted verification of financial
statements for the fiscal year 2016 and quarterly financial statements of
fiscal year 2017 as well as consideration of performance, estimated cash
receivables-payables and analysis of Bangkok Mass Transit Authority’s
performance on a monthly basis. The consideration was based on finan-
cial reports and disclosure of information to ensure that all the financial
reports have been prepared in a complete, accurate, reliable manner
and in compliance with accepted accounting standards.

2. Verification of Risk Management, Internal Control Effective-
ness, and Corporate Governance

The Audit Committee, by Audit Bureau, has conducted verifi-
cation of report preparation for internal control according to the Regu-
lations of the State Audit Committee on Internal Control Standardisa-
tion B.E. 2544 (2001) Clause 6. The Committee also monitored the
improved internal control relating to operation compliance with opera-
tion system, rules, regulations, and applicable laws in connection with
BMTA administration. This included the solution of driver personnel
shortage, Lawsuit system and debt monitoring, welfare control system,
procurement, inventory control system, fuel, parts inventory system,

accident related operations, supervision of private joint bus operation,

3. Administering internal oversight

The Committee vetted and approved the Audit Department’s
Charter to improve its duties and responsibilities, scope of work, rights
and independence. It also approved the Strategic Audit Plan for 2018-
2022 and the Annual Audit Plan for 2018 which included the work plan,
annual budget and personnel development plan. The Handbook for
Internal Audit 2017 was also reviewed to build confidence in internal
auditing. In addition, an evaluation of the quality of internal auditing as
held and a Work Plan to improve internal auditing was drafted as well
as its follow-up. Moreover, the continuous development of skills of the
internal audit officials was also promoted and supported.

4. Consultation with the Certified Accountant

The Committee consulted with the certified accountant on
his/her auditing direction and approach as well as on observations and
obstacles in carrying out the task, important items to be amended,
issues that may be a risk for corruption or illicit actions, and other issues
observed in the auditing process that have not been reported.

5. Checking the report on conflict of interests

The Committee reviewed and checked the report on conflict
of interests of the BMTA employees in Bus Operation Zones 1-8 and the
headquarters and did not find any case of conflict of interests.

6. Maintaining the Committee’s Quality management
The Committee abided by the Charter of the Committee and also
self-evaluated the work of the Individual Committee according to the
guidelines set by the Committee to Inspect State Enterprises, Ministry of
Finance, and reported the evaluation result to the BMTA Board of Direc-
tors.

7. Remuneration for the Certified Accountant

The BMTA is a state enterprise with the Office of the
Auditor-General acting as its certified accountant.

The Office of the Auditor General of Thailand audited the financial
statement of
the BMTA. The audit composed of the financial position statement as
of 30 September 2017,
the port and loss statement, the statement of changes in capital and
cash for statement for the same period, and notes to financial state-
ment including notes to important accounting policy.
State Audit Office of the Kingdom of Thailand agrees that such financial
statement shows financial status of Bangkok Mass Transit Authority as of
30 September 2017. Overall operation and cash flow for the year end-
ing on the same date are correct as it should be in subject matters ac-
cording to financial reporting standard
Criteria of giving opinions

State Audit Office of the Kingdom of Thailand conducts an
audit according to state audit standard and auditing standard. Respon-
sibilities of State Audit Office of the Kingdom of Thailand are identified
in clause of responsibility of an auditor for auditing financial statement
in a report of State Audit Office of the Kingdom of Thailand. State Audit
Office is independent from businesses according to state audit stan-
dard, state audit commission and ethical requirements of accounting
profession practitioners specified by Federation of Accounting profes-
sions in relation to financial audit. Additionally, State Audit Office of the
Kingdom of Thailand has complied with the ethical responsibilities in
consistence with state audit standard and these ethical requirements.
State Audit Office of the Kingdom of Thailand believes that auditing
evidences received by State Audit Office of the Kingdom of Thailand
are sufficient and appropriate to be criteria of opinion giving of State
Audit Office of the Kingdom of Thailand.
Others

State Audit Office of the Kingdom of Thailand has examined
financial state for year ending on 30 September 2016 of Bangkok Mass
Transit Authority and presented an auditor’s report with conditional
opinions as per the report dated 4 April 2017 because the auditor could
not inspect the obtainment of sufficient and proper auditing evidences
related to the adjustment of debtor lists for 389.01 million Baht. Bang-

kok Mass Transit Authority recorded returns as income share from fares

f service buses and allowance for doubtful accounts in whole number
of other debtors in the financial statement for year ending 30 Septem-
ber 2016. Nevertheless, State Audit Office of the Kingdom of Thailand
has received sufficient and appropriate evidences about such adjust-
ments and no additional lists are revised.

Other data

Executives are responsible for other data including data in annual re-
port but excluding the financial statement and auditor’s report in that
annual report. The executives will prepare an annual report for State
Audit Office of the Kingdom of Thailand after the date specified in this
auditor’s report.

Opinions of State Audit Office of the Kingdom of Thailand do
not cover other data and the State Audit Office did not put trust in
other data.

Responsibility of the State Audit Office of the Kingdom of
Thailand concerning financial statement audit is reading and consider-
ing if there are other data contrary to subject matters of the financial
statement or knowledge after audited by the State Audit Office of the
Kingdom of Thailand or of it appears to have other data presented
against facts as subject matters.

When the State Audit Office read the annual report, if the
State Audit Office summarizes that data are against fact as subject mat-
ters, the State Audit Office will communicate such matter to the super-
visors.

Responsibility of executives and financial statement supervisors

The executives have duty to provide and present a financial
statement correctly according to financial reporting standard and take
responsibilities internal control considered necessary by the executives
so the financial statement is made without showing data contrary to
facts as subject matters whether it is caused by frauds or mistakes.

To make a financial statement, the responsible executives
evaluate capability of the business of going concern and disclose infor-
mation about going concern as seen proper. They also need to use
accounting principles for going concerns unless the executives intend
to close the business or cease operations or cannot continue the busi-
ness.

A person in charge of supervision has duties to monitor pro-

cess in making a financial report of the business.



Responsibility of auditor for financial statement auditing

The State Audit Office of the Kingdom of Thailand’s audit is
aimed to obtain trust that the financial statement is free from data
against facts as subject matters whether it is due to frauds or mistakes
and to present the auditor’s report which includes opinions of the
State Audit Office of the Kingdom of Thailand. Reasonable trust is trust
at high level but it does not guarantee that the audit operations meet-
ing state auditing standard and auditing standard can always detect
data contrary to facts as essence. Data against facts may be caused by
the frauds or mistakes and are deemed as essence when it comes with
reasonable forecast that the report is contrary to facts. Each report or
consolidated reports will affect economic decision making of the finan-
cial statement users.

To perform audit of the State Audit Office of the Kingdom of
Thailand according to state auditing standard and auditing standard, the
State Audit Office uses discretion and observation and is curious like a
professional along with the examination. Operations of the State Audit
Office include

« Identify and assess risk from presenting data against facts as
essence in the financial statement due to either frauds or mistakes, and
design and follow audit procedures to respond such risks and to obtain
sufficient and suitable auditing evidences as criteria of giving opinions of
the State Audit Office. Risks with no facts against facts as essence as a
result from frauds will be higher than risks from mistakes because
frauds may be involved in conspiracy, forgery, intentional omission of
data presentation, showing data against facts or interference of internal
controls.

« Understand internal control system about the audit to de-
sign proper audit method by situations. However, it is not aimed to give
opinions on efficiency of the business’s internal control.

« Evaluate suitability of accounting policy employed by the
executives and
reasonability of accounting estimation and data disclosure provided by
the executives.

» Summarize properness of using accounting criteria for going
concern of the executives and from received accounting evidences and
conclude whether it appears uncertainty of essence related to situa-

tions or events that may be a significant cause of suspicions towards
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the business’s capability in operating going concern or not. If the State
Audit Office has a conclusion that there are some uncertain points as
essence, they must be mentioned in the auditor’s report of the State
Audit Office of the Kingdom of Thailand with observations of data dis-
closure in relevant financial statements. If data disclosure is not ade-
quate, opinions of the State Audit Office may change. Conclusions of
the State Audit Office depends on auditing evidences received until the
date in the auditor’s report of the State Audit Office. However, events
or situations in the future may be a cause for the business to cease
going concern.

« Evaluate the presentation, structure and contents of consol-
idated financial statement and disclose data whether the financial
statement shows particulars and events in proper and correct format of
presentation or not.

The State Audit Office has communicated with a person in
charge of supervisions about all essential matters as well as scope and
period of audit as. Significant issues found from the audit include de-
fects in internal controls if the State Audit Office has found during the
audit of the State Audit Office.

1. Establishment
The Bangkok Mass Transit Authority was established under the Royal Decree Establishing the Bangkok Mass Transit Authority Year 1976 (B.E 2519),
with the objective of managing the bus transportation system towards greatest efficiency and orderliness for operations in Bangkok and between
Bangkok and Nakhon Pathom, Nonthaburi, Pathum Thani, Samut Prakan and Samut Sakhon, as well as operate other services related to mass
transit. Assets and liabilities, as well staff, were transferred from Mahanakorn Transport Company (Limited) from 1 October 1976.
2. Principles in formulating financial statements

2.1 The financial statement of the BMTA was formulated under recognized accounting standards under the Act on Accounting of 2000
(B.E 2543), including accounting standards under the Act on Accounting Profession of 2004 (B.E 2547) and additional standards approved by the
Federation of Accounting Professions.

2.2 The financial statement ending on 30 September 2017 resulted in a net accumulated loss exceeding capital of 98,971.79 million baht
and current liability exceeding current asset was at 22,592.57 million baht. The BMTA was at a continuous loss, which shows that vulnerability was
a key issue, possibly raising questions of business continuity. The BMTA, however, continues to operate with the financial assistance of the govern-
ment.

5.17 Estimate of Long-Term Liabilities as of 30 September 2017 was 4,400.40 million Baht. This consists of outstanding
employee pension funds which Bangkok Mass Transit Authority has established an employee pension fund aimed for payment of pension to
employees whose employment is terminated according to the criteria set forth in Bangkok Mass Transit Authority Regulation no. 47 on Pension
and amendments. On this matter, Bangkok Mass Transit Authority is obligated to pay contribution to the fund at the rate of 12% of the
employee’s salary. This contribution is recognised in Profit and Loss Statement and at the end of period BMTA will make payment of the fund
contribution at the amount equivalent to obligated amount. This will be recognised in Comprehensive Profit and Loss Statement. The profit

For the year ended on 30 September 2017, Bangkok Mass Transit Authority’s performance
resulted in an increased loss at the amount of 114.56 million Baht or 0.25% The major amount comes from the budget of the increasing bus
routes, the increasing wage and welfare of employees, and the loss of the discharged bus sale.
6. Obligation
As of 30 September 2017, Bangkok Mass Transit Authority has obligations in terms of land lease contract between Bangkok Mass
Transit Authority and state enterprises and private organisations for use as office, bus parking area, and bus terminal totalling 26 pieces of

land. The accumulated rental per month is approximately 7.29 million Baht. The leased lands can be categorised as follows.

- Parking areas and terminals total 7 locations
- Offices total 6 locations
- Offices where Bangkok Mass Transit Authority uses for free total 13 locations

7. Potential Liabilities
7.1 There are total 108 cases in which Bangkok Mass Transit Authority is plaintiff making

a prosecution against litigants in various courts with jurisdiction. The accumulated cost for proceedings is 873.26 million Baht. The cases are

under inquest in civil courts, appellate courts, and the Supreme Court.

8. Events Occurring after the Reporting Period

8.1 Bangkok Mass Transit Authority has made the loan contract with the Government Savings Bank in the amount of 1,540.71 million
baht on 26 September 2017 for the interest repayment

8.2 Bangkok Mass Transit Authority has made the loan contract with the Government Savings Bank in the amount of 4,810.11 million
baht on 27 November 2017 for the principle repayment to Bangkok Bank and for the fuel and repair.

8.3 Bangkok Mass Transit Authority has made the loan contract with the Krung Thai Bank Public Company Limited in the amount of
4,167.50 million baht on 20 December 2017. It is in the form of timing loan recorded following to the third adjusted loan contract.

8.4 The purpose of the loan is to repay the principle to Bangkok Bank and for the fuel and repair on 10 April 2018. The Central
Administrative Court has judged the red case 662, 663/2017 between the Bestlin Group Co., Ltd. along with four of the group and Bangkok Mass
Transit Authority that the BMTA compensate with interest to the nonpayment case of 489 NGV buses from 12 April 2017 to the indictment date
(7 June 2017) in the total amount of 1,048.50 million baht, together with the damage of the maintenance center for 12.09 million, the bus repair
for 98.83 million, and the damage of the delayed return of the guarantee letter for 0.55 million. The total repayment that BMTA has to
compensate is 1,159.97 million baht with the 7.5% interest a year of the principle in the amount of 1,147.83 million baht from the indictment
date onwards. Also, the guarantee letter of the ICBC Bank (Thai) Limited No. HOB28301B600284 dated on 30 September 2016 must be returned
to the prosecutors. If it is incapable to return, the compensation must be conducted according to the guarantee letter within 60 days. However,

Bangkok Mass Transit Authority has appealed against the judge of the Administrative Court.
