1. The ASEAN Political-Security Community (APSC) shall aim to
ensure that people and Member States of ASEAN live in peace with one
another, promote regional peace and stability as well as provide multilateral
cooperation to manage both traditional and non-traditional threats for
public security.

2. The ASEAN Economic Community (AEC) shall aim to achieve
regional economic integration and improve trade facilitation for ensuring
ASEAN as prosperous and competitive region integrated with the global
economy that can contribute to the well-being of the people in the region.
AEC shall establish a single common market and single production base
with free movement of goods, investment and free flow of capital. It
also focuses on economic development, including poverty reduction and
socioeconomic disparities by 2020.

3. The ASEAN Socio-Cultural Community (ASCC) shall aim to build
caring and sharing society, enhance social welfare and strengthen social
security and stability.

Singapore’s government is a parliamentary democracy. The
constitution is the supreme law. The sovereignty is divided into 3 parts.
1) The Executive consists of the President and the Cabinet for the
administration of the country. The President is directly elected by
the people and shall hold office for a term of 6 years. The Cabinet of
Singapore is obtained from a general election every 5 years. 2) The
Parliament is obtained from a general election. 3) The Judiciary is divided

into 2 levels: Subordinate Court and Supreme Court.

The Kingdom of Thailand
Form of Government

Thailand adopts a democratic regime of government with the
King as the Head of State. The National Assembly acts as a Legislative
Assembly consisting of members of the House of Representatives and
senators. The Prime Minister is the Head of the Executive affiliated to

a political party and shall be elected by the people.

« Term of Office

The term of membership of senators is six years as from the
election date or the date the Election Commission publishes the result
of the selection, as the case may be, and no senator shall hold office
more than one term consecutively.

At the initial period, senators obtained from the selection basis
shall hold office for a term of three years as from the commencement
of membership and the provisions prohibiting senators from holding
office for more than one term shall not apply to such person in the

subsequence selection.
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
